MINUTES OF MEETING

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman,  presiding.    The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M.     The following were present:

7:00 p.m. - ENERGY COMMITTEE - GRANTS:


John Stevens, Energy Committee Chairman, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to bring them up to 
date on the Energy Grants as follows: 


1.  Considering not doing the Energy Audits during School Vacation.  


2.  Need a plan in place so we all know what the sequence of events is and each step, etc. 



Selectmen indicated they were very confident of John Stevens being able to take care of these 


things.   


3.  Need to be sure we get the project (solar panels) down before the school is reroofed.  Realize Carl 

Metzger was concerned about this.  


4.  School needs to decide where they want the solar panels located. 


5.  George Holt will be working with Jeff Trexler regarding the Solar Panels.  


Selectmen indicated that the school is responsible for the Solar Panels location and installation.  


The Town was only responsible for getting the funding, etc.  The rest is up to the school. 


6.  Indicated he was confident that the solar panels will be completed, etc.  They will be over a new sprayed 
insulation area and not over the boiler room. 


7.  Solar Panel Company makes a flange that seals very well.  If this is done while the contractor is doing 
all the work, there will be recourse, etc. if it leaks.   


8.  Important that they not use "wood type lag  bolts".  


At this point in the meeting, Charles Graybill, Selectman, asked if we could put the solar panels on the 
Community Center side of the roof because of all the issues, etc.  


John Stevens indicated it would be more of a problem for installation because of the roof system over the 
Community Center which is truss roof, etc., and it would require a lift to get all the way up.   The school 
really wants this to happen.  

9.  Need to get two more quotes for the solar panels and the lighting in the Town Offices.  


10.  There will be only one contract with four separate grants. 


11.   Order of business as follows: 



a.  Receive Grant contents



b.  Should be here on the 16th.  (Town does have a part to play) 



c.  Attend May 5, 2010 Workshop.  (John Stevens, Line Comeau and Ray Labore will attend) 




Ron Wanner, Selectman, cannot attend because of a prior commitment but will read 


all materials.  



d.  Put out RFP's



e.  Schedule audits



f.  Select lighting and solar panels vendors

12.  Will have to wait until October to do Energy Audits if it falls apart.  Can do the Energy Audit if the 
difference between the inside and outside temperature is at least 15 degrees.  


13.  Stated he did not want to be out there "all alone".  Want someone from the Town checking, etc.  (It was 
noted by the Selectmen that Line Comeau, Town Administrator, would be attending the Workshop and Ron 
Wanner, Selectman, was also reading all the materials. )  Did not feel this would become a problem. 


Discussion re Lights Outside the Town Offices: 

John Stevens indicated that he had tightened the bulb in the light outside the Town Offices and it seemed to 
work at this point.  It is a "two level" light.  


Selectmen stated that the other two lights need to be completely rewired because they do not work 
correctly.  


John Stevens stated that they are presently 175 watts bulbs and would recommend replacing them with a 65 
watt florescent bulb with a motion sensor. 


Dark Skies:


Les Hammond stated he wanted all Town Buildings, etc. to be in conformance with "dark sky" as 
Concord.   He noted that the Cheshire County Jail has Solar Lights which are LED lights which take no 
electricity.  


John Stevens noted that LED's are semi conductors.  Need to be sure that in the event of "spike on the line" 
that there are appropriate sensors, etc. to block high voltage coming out of Goffstown.  


Historical Buildings Requirements:  

 
John Stevens stated he had provided information re Historical Buildings and given the ages and pictures of 
the buildings which will be affected by the grants.   Noted that the lighting which we are changing is in the 
1970's 80's era and not considered historical.  

DEPARTMENTS:  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion/information: 


Boston Cane Plaque:

1.  Presented the plaque showing the recipients of the Boston Cane for the last two recipients.  It was noted 
that the Boston Cane presentation was started in 1909 but need to compile a list of the previous recipients 
to include on the plaque.  

Changes in Telephone Bill Charges: 

2.  Have obtained a detailed list of charges from the Dunbarton Telephone Company.  Will make 
adjustments to correct billing to appropriate accounts. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
