PUBLIC HEARING - EECBG GRANTS (Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grants Funding):

John Stevens, Chairman of the Energy Committee, explained the four grants which the Town has been awarded as follows:  He stated these grants were the result of the Stimulus Program offered in the area of energy.  He stated we applied for four grants and got all four.

John Stevens noted the following with regard to the above grants: 

1.  School Board said yes, we want the grants.  (Solar Collector and Energy Audit) 

2.  The Town has agreed with the lighting upgrade for the Town Offices for $7,050 and the Building Energy Audits of the Fire/Police Station and Library/Town Halls. 
3.  Received a letter from the Office of Energy and Planning on March 17, 2010 stating we have been awarded these four grants. 

4.  Funds are awarded contingent upon executing a contract with TRC.  

5.  Any work on the project prior to an executed contract is at our own risk and own expenses.  

6.  Should expect to receive a contract document from TRC with 30 days.  

7.  Upon receipt of the contract, a signed contract should be returned to them within 30 days of receipt. 

8.  Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number of our award is 81.128.
9.  Will be offering a Workshop on the terms which John Stevens, Ray Labore, and Line Comeau will attend. 

10.  Workshop will cover Federal Compliance i.e. (Davis Bacon, Buy American, OMB Circulars, etc.).
11.  If the terms are good for the Town, the Town will sign and we will get the grant.  

12.  Have obtained quotes for each of the grants.  Have obtained three quotes for the Energy Audits.  Need another two quotes for the Solar Panels and Lighting at Town Office.  

Public Comments: 
Brad Connelly asked what the kilowatts were for the 80 square feet for the Solar Panels.  

John Stevens stated he did not know the exact kilowatts but the Solar Panels equal 70% of the school's hot water needs.  They are hot water collectors.  

Carl Metzger stated that before you do any contract, the CRC Committee need to know where the Solar Panels are going to be located and the weight, etc. to make sure the contractor covers all the roof flashing so it doesn't leak.  The CRC Committee needs to know details, etc.  He stated he is on the CRC Committee for the School.  

John Stevens stated he had not seen the specs re the weight.  George Holt has been working on them.  Sent Jeff Trexler the grant application which included materials and statement of work and included maintaining hardware and the weight.  They are two 4' x 10’ collectors at a weight of 153 lbs.  Each of them hold 1.22 gallons of water.  
Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he thought the School was "all on board with this process". 

Carl Metzger stated we need to make sure where this is going to go on the roof.  

John Stevens stated at the meeting last night, we agreed to work out the details on exactly where it would   go.  

Les Hammond stated he thought the Town was just getting the grant and the school was responsible for the rest.   

Charles Graybill stated the Solar Panel and the Lighting Upgrades will be going out to bid.  We need three bids.  Need two more bids than what George Holt has put together.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated at this point, we do not know what the requirements are from the grant people.  We won't know that until we have the meeting with them re the terms and conditions.  Don't feel what they say will affect what George Holt has already done.  In addition Steven Dodd is working up a specification for the lighting.  

John Stevens stated he was speaking for the Energy Committee's efforts.  The School Board had charged us with finding the grants.  
Charles Williamson stated that the price of the grants was one of the bids you can accept.  

Line Comeau stated this was done just to establish a "Ball Park" figure for the grant request.  We need two other bids. 

Charles Williamson stated you are not going to exceed these prices because this is the amount of the grant, right?. 

John Stevens noted that we can only get 80 square feet of Solar Panel because this is what the grant states.  

Regarding the lighting, if we wanted to use different fixtures from the quote we can, as long as we don't exceed the cost.  The grant is all based on energy savings vs. number of dollars spent as long and as long as we meet those numbers, we are good.  If we want to make any changes, we have to notify them of any changes.  
Les Hammond stated the Selectmen are holding this Public Hearing to meet the criteria of the Grants.  Two of these grants were discussed at Town Meeting.  The two grants, Solar Panels and Lighting Upgrades, are the ones we are discussing at this Public Hearing.  
Les Hammond, Chairman, asked if there was further discussion on the Energy Grants. 

John Stevens asked if we were clear on how the Town and School will be working on these grants?  

It was noted that once that grants are final, the school will write the bid specifications and choose the contractor.   The school will bring their recommendations to the Board of Selectmen for acceptance, etc.  

The Public Hearing was closed at 7:20 p.m. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Workforce Housing Grant Possibility: 
John Stevens, Energy Committee, stated there was an upcoming grant opportunity for Workforce Housing.  It would provide funds for energy improvement in Affordable Housing.  He will check into this.  

DEPARTMENTS: 
Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion/action: 

Annual Leave Request:  
Request for Annual Leave from Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, for 40 hours for the week of April 27 - May 1, 2010.  
Selectmen signed request for leave. 

Auditors: 
Auditors will be here the first week of June 2010.

Statistical Reval: 
As yet, do not have a date when the Statistical Reval will start.  They have been paid a 10% deposit of about $4,000 for work.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, brought up the following issues: 
Flintlock Farm Dam: 
Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, has been working on the dam at Flintlock Farm.  There have been some issues as to the height of the Dam.  The Dam was part of Phase I.  Cannot find any information on this.  There are all sorts of information on Phase II.  There was a court case regarding the dam.  The Town pays a $400 Dam fee yearly.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, suggested that the State should have some information on this dam especially if we are paying a fee, etc.  

DOT Gravel Pit:  
An appraiser from DOT was recently at the Town Office and suggested that DOT might possibly be interested in selling the DOT gravel pit at the north end of town by the Pioneer Sports Club to the Town Forest Committee.  It is 27 acres by the powerline.  The Town will write a letter expressing interest in the parcel in the event DOT decides to sell the parcel. 

LORI DAVIS: 
Lori Davis stated that she is in litigation with her neighbors.  There are covenants on that property.  Someone in the Town Office years ago felt this was a Home Occupation and allowed the Food Pantry.  People are walking around the back of my property.  I have gates and have posted my property.  I have posted it "No Hunting", "Private Property", etc.  It has markers on both sides.  I got woken up this morning at 10:00 am.  Their food pantry is listed as the Goffstown Food Pantry.  We put a gate up and there has been non-stop traffic for five years.  I called the police.  Had people coming to the Urella's.  I want it stopped.  I want the next person on my property arrested.  My property is posted.  Jackie Pelletier told me these are people that are hungry and need food and that we don't arrest them.  I know that Ray Simard when he had an issue with people on his property came to the Selectmen to resolve the problem.  I am asking you to look at our police department to do something.  You appointed my neighbor as Assistant Welfare Director.  
At this point in the discussion, Les Hammond stated that Mrs. Urella was appointed as Assistant Welfare Director which has nothing to do with the Food Pantry she operates.  All Town Welfare business is done at the Town Offices and does not involve people coming to her home.  

Charles Graybill will speak with the Police Chief regarding the situation.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
