Comments:  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that with regard to the Crack Sealing Bids, he had knew nothing about the Seal Coating Inc. company but had suggested that they look at the areas that were to be sealed, etc.  They did not look.  Henry Dow had looked over all the areas that needed to be Crack Sealed and had bid according to the necessary work to be completed.  Would recommend Henry Dow because we have done business with him in the past with no problems. 

Stated that the roads he wanted to crack seal were Barnard Hill Road, the remainder of Black Brook Road and part of Long Pond Road (not the portion that we rebuilt last year).  If there are any remaining monies, would like to also do Old Hopkinton Road.  

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the Crack Sealing Bid to Henry Dow at a total of $13,800.00 for the project as shown by the Road Agent.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

It was noted that William Nichols had recently had surgery last week so this could be the reason he did not bid.  He had told Jeff Crosby, Road Agent that he was still planning on winter plowing, etc.  All the Winter Maintenance Plowing vendors will be returning this year.  

MOTION:  
Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept all bids received for equipment rental  and Winter Maintenance Plowing and be  put on file to be used at the discretion of the Road Agent.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

FRED MULLEN:  UPDATE ON PERAMBULATION


Fred Mullen appeared before the Board of Selectmen to update them on the Perambulation of Town 
Lines as follows: 


1.   According to State Law, every City and Town has to perambulate their lines every seven years. 


2.   The older of the Towns must contact the other Town to arrange this.  


3.   The Town of Hooksett/Dunbarton Town Line needs to be perambulated.  A letter was written to 
them on April 8, 2009 to try to get something going.  


4.  A meeting of the Perambulation representatives was held on April 28, 2010.  Ten Towns were 
present, with only Manchester missing.    At that time, no date was set.  

5.   Letter was received by Selectmen of Goffstown.  David Pierce, Selectman of Goffstown, is heading 
this up.  


6.  There is a granite monument which has been uprooted and laying on its side in the area of Clough 
State Park .  According to the law, it needs to be relocated by a Registered Land Surveyor.   It is one 
foot off the asphalt.  


7.   Denise Pichette-Volpe, Hooksett, is trying to set a date set up for the Hooksett/Dunbarton Town 
Line.  Considering sometime in May.   They (Hooksett)  will continue to do the paperwork.


8.  Tentative date for Goffstown/Dunbarton Town Line Perambulation is June 3, 2010 with a rain 
date of June 4, 2010.  

9.  Last Perambulations as follows:

Hopkinton/Dunbarton - 1995 (Hopkinton should notify Dunbarton)

10.  Found broken granite bound in the vicinity of Jewett Road which is the corner of Bow, 
Dunbarton, and Hopkinton.  

FLAGS:

Fred Mullen received the new flag for the Town Common.  He will dispose of the old one in the 
appropriate manner. 


Ron Wanner and Fred Mullen will put out the flags on Veteran's Graves on May 12, 2010.  

ENERGY COMMITTEE: 


John Stevens and Lee Richmond, Energy Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to let 
them know of the new Dunbarton Energy Web Site.    

 
1.    Wanted to discuss the possibility of using the Town's Bulk Mail to notify all Dunbarton residents 
of the new Dunbarton Energy Web Page.  It is www.dunbartonenergy.org.  They received a $1,000 
Grant for the Web Site and have $200.00 remaining.    Would use the $200 for postage plus they 
would take care of the rest of the cost themselves.  


2.  Linda Peters suggested putting a link on the Dunbarton Web Site to the Energy Web Page.  

Selectmen reached a consensus to give the Energy Committee their approval to utilize the Town of 
Dunbarton's bulk mail number, etc.  

OTHER BUSINESS:  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for discussion/action: 


1.  Picture of Dunbarton Center of New England:

Noted that the Town of Dunbarton had provided Senator David Boutin a picture from Dunbarton 
which was taken at the "Center of New England" for his bulletin board.   Will be delivering it to 
Senator Boutin's Office.  

2.  Revised Cemetery Deed: 

Presented a revised deed for Cemetery Lot for Mary Marsh.  Was previously deeded in 2006 but was 
incorrect.  Has been corrected.  


Selectmen signed deed. 


3.  Transfer Station:

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, will be working on Friday because of baler repairs, etc.  
Will be working less time on Saturday.  There will be no overtime incurred.  


4.  Governor's Conference on Volunteerism, Tuesday, May 11, 2010

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he would like to attend this Conference to be held this coming 
week.    The cost is $65.00.   Terry Knowles, Attorney General's Office will one of the speakers.  


Selectmen agreed to Les Hammond, Selectman, attending the course at the Town's cost.  

5.  Police Department

Charles Graybill, Selectman, reported that he had recently spoken with Police Chief Connelly and 
John Levasseur has accepted a position on the Manchester Police Force.    The Board of Selectmen 
thanks John Levasseur for his services.


Police Chief Connelly has noted that Chris Remillard has expressed an interest in the position.  He is 
presently part-time.  Will be graduating from UNH.  Has been doing part-time and will be going to 
the Police Academy in the fall.  


Both Les Hammond and Ron Wanner expressed concern about being a training ground for Police 
Officers.  Once Dunbarton trains them, they go on to another Department.  The training process 
takes up to 18 months. 


Charles Graybill, Selectman, state he himself had the feeling that he would prefer the training this 
way rather than hiring a full-time police officer immediately.  


Selectmen would like to talk with Police Chief Connelly regarding hiring process.  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will schedule with Police Chief Connelly to come to speak with 
the Selectmen at a future meeting. 


6.  Transfer Station: 

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he had recently been at the Transfer Station around 12:15 pm.  
After he had dropped off my recyclables, he was met by Brad who was very upset.  He stated he loves 
working at the Transfer Station but it is not fair to him to always have him working on the box 
unloading, etc.  


Charles Graybill stated he would suggest a rotating schedule.  He noted all the job descriptions are 
the same.  


The other two Selectmen noted they would consider this to be "micro managing".  They noted they 
have no problem with it if Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, agrees with a rotating 
schedule. 


7.  Cemetery Trustees:

Selectmen agreed that they should have the Cemetery Trustees in to the Selectmen's Meeting to 
discuss 
upcoming projects, etc.   Also, they were going to contact Terry Knowles, Attorney General's 
Office, 
to speak with the Selectmen/Cemetery Trustees at a Selectmen's Meeting.  

Comments from the Public: 

Maple Tree/Town Common:


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had looked at the Maple tree that is between the Library and 
School Street.  It is not dead.  He stated he did not feel it was a hazard.  He stated there are many 
more trees which he would consider more of a hazard on Dunbarton Town Roads.  He would be 
cutting these down before taking the sugar maple down.   In addition, he didn't feel we should be 
doing any more 
planting of trees in the area until the Library is through doing their planning for 
Library expansion.  There is the possibility of having an elevator on that side of the building.  


Speed Limits on Town Roads:


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted that Dunbarton Town Roads do not have good signage for speed 
limits.  He would suggest putting a sign at the Town Lines stating that "Unless otherwise stated, the 
Speed Limit is 30 MPH".


Jeff Crosby stated he had spoken with Police Chief Connelly and he has no problem with this.  


There was considerable discussion with no final determination at this point.  The Selectmen will 
discuss this with Police Chief Connelly. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen at 8:35 p.m.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
