The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.    The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M.     The following were present:

7:00 P.M. - STONE FAMILY - PLAQUE PRESENTATION:


The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen presented James and Judy Stone with a Plaque with their picture on it 
which was taken at the "Center of New England" which is located on the northwest corner of the Prescott 
Farm on their property, Stonehurst Family in Dunbarton.    The inscription on the Plaque reads "Lots of 
Heart but only one Center".  


It was noted that a duplicate copy of this picture is also hanging in Senator David Boutin's Office in 
Concord, NH. 

DEPARTMENTS: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported the following: 


1.  FEMA:

Recently met with FEMA representatives to review the completed paperwork.  We were missing the use of 
the Fire Truck and Ambulance for reimbursement.  This is allowed at $75/hour for the Fire Truck and a 
different rate for the Ambulance.  They disallowed the gas expense because they would be allowing the 
use of the equipment instead of gas 
cost.  Jon Wiggin is calculating the number of hours for the calls.  
There were between 23 - 30 calls which will probably amount to an hour per call.  

Prior to this, the reimbursement was about $12,500 so it will be more. 


The Board of Selectmen stated that when the FEMA reimbursement monies are received, they 
should be distributed according to the way they were expended between the three departments i.e.  
Fire Department, Police Department and Highway Department.    This is the same as they have been 
distributed in the past.  


2.  PURCHASE OF AMBULANCE:  


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, is in the process of finalizing the purchase of the Ambulance.  As soon as he gets 
all the paperwork together, he will be bringing the information to the Board of Selectmen's Meeting for 
approval, etc.  


3.  TREE CUTTING/REMOVAL ALONG HIGHWAYS: 


Les Hammond, Chairman, reported that Public Service Company of New Hampshire is in the process of 
tree cutting along highways in Dunbarton.  Gave permission for them to cut several electrical hazard trees 
by Flintlock Farm Road.  

7:15 P.M. - HISTORICAL AWARENESS COMMITTEE - BOOK SALE UPDATE

William Rolke, Historical Awareness Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the 
sale of the book "Where Settlers Feet have Trod".  It was noted for the record that the Town of Dunbarton 
had paid for the printing of book with the understanding that the Town would be paid back at $12.50 per 
book as the books were sold.  Payments have been made as follows: 



2005 - $3,900



2007 - $  765 



Total $4,665 received to date

William Rolke reported that according to Harlan Noyes records, 26 books have been sold since the last 
payment was made.  


At this point in the meeting, Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that as far as he was concerned, he would 
like to recommend that we drop the whole issue.  It was noted that 1,000 copies of the book were printed.  
The Board of Selectmen suggested that possibly they could be distributed to school children and/or the 
price reduced.  Ron Wanner, Selectman, suggested that in addition, they could be given to volunteers, etc.  


MOTION: 


Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen not require the receipt for 
any additional funds from the Historical Awareness Committee for sale of the book "Where 
Settlers 
Feet Have Trod".  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
JOHN STEVENS, CHAIRMAN, ENERGY COMMITTEE:  


John Stevens, Chairman, Energy Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the Energy 
Audit/Grant update as follows: 


1.  Asked if the Board of Selectmen had read the recent packet which was sent via e-mail.  



Ron Wanner stated he had looked over it somewhat but would need more time to read it 



thoroughly.    Line Comeau will provide copies of the packet to both Charles Graybill and Les 


Hammond.  


2.  Would like to get their thoughts no later than the Thursday, June 3, 2010 Selectmen's Meeting.  Will 
plan to attend the Selectmen's Meeting on June 3.  


3.  Payback if the Town incorporates all the suggestions would be $1,650/year savings.  Looking at about 
3.6% payback per year on a $6,000 expense. 


4.  Selectmen suggested that the next step would be to look for grants to do the recommendations in the 
report.    It was noted that some of the recommendations can be done by Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, if 
they do not involve a lot of expense i.e. caulking windows, etc.    Would not recommend that volunteers do 
sealing of duct work in the cellar or insulating the roof, etc.  

5.  It was noted that some of the recommendations should be bid out for contracts to establish cost 
estimates.  


6.  Presented a Summary of Recommendations with cost notes, etc.  (attached)   #1 = No or low cost, #2 = 
Low Cost, more involved project,  #3  = Building Contractor, possible Grant Funding needed, needs quote 
to determine savings.  

7.  Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that just because Dunbarton was a small town it has been difficult to 
get any grants monies.  He would like to pursue getting some grant monies aggressively.   


8.  It was noted that the internal work for a grant is the same if it is a $10,000 grant or a $50,000 grant.  
This is part of the reason larger grants are encouraged, etc.    There is the same amount of paperwork.  


9.  Charles Graybill, Selectman, asked if it would be an inconvenience to apply for a grant to put a new roof 
on the Town Office.  This would help with heat loss through the roof and condensation, etc.  It was 
suggested that John Stevens consider looking for a grant for a new roof. 

10.  John Stevens noted that USDA would probably be the agency to work with on this type of grant.  We 
are presently working with DOE for the Energy Grants.  


11.  It was noted that some of the suggestions within the Energy Audit have already been addressed i.e. 
sink problem, etc.  


12.  Les Hammond asked if the audit made any recommendation regarding the side door and heat loss, etc. 


Charles Graybill stated that he would prefer to try to find a Grant than trying to get volunteers to do 
the work.  
OTHER BUSINESS: 


Library/Town Hall Improvements:


Les Hammond reported that the Library had held a meeting Tuesday, May 18, 2010 regarding 
improvements at the Library/Town Hall.  They will be coming to the Board of Selectmen for approval 
before starting their project.    This is necessary because it is a Town Building.  They are looking for 
Committee members.  

Single Stream Committee: 

Ron Wanner reported that the Single Stream Committee was still in the process of working out the details 
for the Single Stream Recycling, etc.  Had a recent meeting to work out details.  There will be an updated 
resolution which is being prepared by the attorneys.  

Comments from the Public: 

Lori Davis stated that at Town Meeting, she was under the impression that there would be no expenditures 
of Town monies for the energy improvements.  Are we still operating under this assumption? 


Selectmen stated that there are no monies allocated in the 2010 budget for energy improvements.  If 
and when it is decided what should be done, it would be in the 2011 budget which would be voted 
upon at 
Town Meeting.  
There being no further business, the following motion was made:

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen at 8:25 p.m.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
