7:00 P.M. - PUBLIC HEARING FOR ACCEPTANCE OF PHASE II ZACHARY DRIVE (BELA BROOK SUBDIVISION):

Tim Bernier, Surveyor, appeared before the Board on behalf of Zachary Drive Phase II Road Acceptance.  

Selectmen noted they had received a letter from Don Mayo, Town Engineer, regarding the following items 
outstanding, etc. 


1.  Satisfactory grass cover at Phase II slopes and ditches, including 10% contingency       $3,300.00


2.  Satisfactory grass cover at Phase I slopes and ditches, including 10% contingency         $2,750.00






TOTAL FOR RESEEDING, ETC.

$6,050.00

The Selectmen also stated that the $6,050 should be held for up to a year to assure that the grass 
seeding is established.  


Tim Bernier, Surveyor, has provided a letter stating that all bounds for Phase II have been set.  Kyle 
Parker, Building Inspector, has verified this fact.  


At this point, the Selectmen also noted there also is a lien because Lexington owes for the guard rails.  This 
should be cleared up before the Town takes ownership of the road.  


At this point, Robert Desmarais stated this would be cleared up by next week.  


The Selectmen stated the plan will not be recorded until the outstanding lien is taken off the 
property.

Ken Swayze, Chairman, Planning Board, noted that the hammer head at the end of Phase II would be 
discontinued and would become just a driveway.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, asked if they were going to need Phase II plowed this winter.  He noted there 
were other subdivisions in Town that were idle in the winter that were not plowed.  


Robert Desmarais stated he was planning on starting to sell lots in Phase II as soon as possible so the 
road should be plowed, etc.

MOTION: 


Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept Phase II, Zachary 
Drive with the following conditions: 


1.  That $2,750 be held back for up to one year from the bond for successful grass seeding of 


Phase I.



2.  That $3,300 be held back for up to one year from the bond for successful grass seeding of 


Phase II.  



3.  The plan will not be recorded until such time as the lien on the property is taken off.  



4.  That $39,063.26 from the General Bond and Reclamation Bond be returned to Robert 


Desmarais after $6,050.00 for successful grass seeding is retained by the Town of Dunbarton.  


Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion was passed unanimously.  

Selectmen noted for the record that the Engineering Account of $1,305.00 will be retained by the Town until all engineering invoices are submitted and paid.

STINSON HILLS, SUBDIVISION REQUEST FOR BOND REDUCTION: 


Robert Lamontagne and Robert Grondin appeared before the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen requesting a 


Bond Reduction.


At this point in the meeting, the Selectmen stated there is a Monument Issue which will have to be 
addressed before any bond reduction can be made.  The Selectmen stated that Kyle Parker, Building 
Inspector, had confirmed that there were monuments missing on the rear property line and also on the 
Conservation Trail.   In addition, there was discussion as to whether there should be monuments on the 
retention pond also. 

Robert Lamontagne asked why the Town waited until this morning to verify the bounds.  The Selectmen 
stated it 
had been brought to their attention that all bounds were not set.  Ken Swayze, Planning Board 
Chairman, stated this had been brought up at a Conservation Commission meeting also. 


Selectmen stated that Don Mayo, Town Engineer, has submitted a letter stating that there is still 
necessary grass reseeding on Williams Court which needs to be completed at an estimated cost 
of $500.00.

Selectmen stated the following issues would have to be resolved before any Bond Reduction was 
considered :



1.  Monumentation bounds must be verified



2.  Reseeding small area on Williams Court at a cost of $500.00 to be retained by the Town



3.  Subdivision approval required that the driveway onto Mansion Road/Stark Lane for the 


former Marino House be discontinued according to DOT.  It was noted that the State 


wanted one access only and not two.  There may be implications from the State DOT that 


need to be addressed with regard to this issue.  

At this point in the discussion, Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated that he would have concerns about changing 
the number of the former Marino House because of 911, etc.

MOTION:

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen table the Subdivision Request 
from Stinson Hills/Lamontagne for a Bond Reduction until next week and that the Selectmen request 
that the Building Inspector along with the Surveyor locate and/or place and verify  the appropriate 
monuments for the boundaries and also for the Conservation Trail and that $500.00 will be retained 
by the Town of Dunbarton for the reseeding for up to one year to assure it is established, etc.  


Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  


It was noted that Barbara McCann,  Building Department, will request Kyle Parker, Building 
Inspector to check the bounds with Jacques Belanger, Surveyor.  


It was noted Stinson Hills Bond Reduction will be on the Thursday, October 7, 2010 Dunbarton 
Board of Selectmen's Meeting for 7:30 p.m. 

DEAN BACON, TRUSTEE, DUNBARTON CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH RE GRASS SEEDING: 


Dean Bacon, Trustee, Dunbarton Congregational Church, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to ask 
when the area for the Town Septic System would be reseeded, etc.  Would like to know the status of this 
project and when the Church could expect it would be completed. 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he had spoken with Mr. Bacon several times and told him they were 
waiting for sufficient moisture in order for the grass seed to germinate, etc.  Because of the drought 
conditions, previous grass 
reseedings have not been successful.  It involves watering daily, etc.  


Jeff Crosby stated that after these several days of rain, there hopefully would be sufficient moisture in the 
ground to allow for reseeding this coming week.  If this does not work, may have to reseed in the spring.  
Have just seeded the Murphy Property easement area.  


Selectmen confirmed with Mr. Bacon that this was the only issue and that reseeding would occur this 
coming week.  
JON WIGGIN, FIRE CHIEF, DONATION OF DEFIBRILLATOR TO TOWN OF DUNBARTON:  


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, and other members of the Fire Department, appeared before the Board of 
Selectmen to donate a Defibrillator to be placed in the Town Office.  He stated the Dunbarton Fire Fighters 
Association had voted to donate this to the Town from the proceeds of the Chicken Barbecue held in June.  

Stated that the Town Offices probably has more people in and out throughout the day and nights and felt 
that this would be an excellent place to locate a Defibrillator.  They will provide training for employees in 
the Town Office.  Stated that 300,000 people a year are saved by Defibrillators.  There presently is two 
Defibrillators at the School.   The  goal would be to try to have a Defibrillator in each Police Vehicle 
also.  The cost of the Defibrillator is $900.00.  


At this point in the meeting, Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that he would like to thank the Fire 
Department and all its members for their generosity in providing the gift of a Defibrillator to the 
Town Offices.  
ENERGY COMMITTEE - JOHN STEVENS AND STEVE DODD: 


John Stevens, Steve Dodd and George Holt, Energy Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to 
inform them of their recommendations for the bids for both the Solar Panels for the School and the 
Lighting Upgrades for the Town Offices.  They presented a three page summary of the bids.  (attached)  

After studying all bids, the Energy Committee made the following recommendation: 


Solar (School)


Dawn Solar                         Total cost         $9,300.00


This recommendation will be submitted to the School Board for approval by them.  


Town Office Lighting

LighTec


Total cost          $7,028.26 after PSNH rebates and RGGI Grant


The Committee noted that LighTec will require the following payment schedule: 



25% at start of project



1/2 progress payment



3/4 progress payment



Remainder within ten (10) days of project completion


Steve Dodd noted that presently the Selectmen's Meeting Room recorded at 100 candles.  The 


average candles for the upgrades will be 30 candles.  The Town Office is presently running 


between 51 and 60 candles.  The Tax Collector and Town Clerk will be about 50 candles.  



Lights will be located 12 feet from the floor. 


All light fixtures and bulbs will be recycled through the Dunbarton Transfer Station.   



At this point in the discussion, Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated the Fire Station could use the 


8' fluorescent bulbs which are being taken out.  


The Energy Committee agreed that the Fire Department could have the old bulbs, etc.  



MOTION: 



Charles Graybill made a recommendation that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept 


the recommendations of the Energy Committee for the Lighting of the Town Offices from 


LighTec at a cost of $7,027.69 and that the Town of Dunbarton pay any additional costs 


necessary for code upgrades over and above the bid amount.  



Les Hammond seconded the motion.   The motion passed unanimously.  



The Energy Committee stated that they would obtain the money up front from Grant monies 


(TRC),
deposit into Town Grant Account and then write check from Town to successful bidder, 


etc.  



Solar


Selectmen stated that the Solar bid recommendation should be coordinated with the School Board.  

Once the School Board makes their recommendation, it would be sent back to the Board of 


Selectmen for final acceptance.  



Pending no objections from the School Board, Dawn Solar will be the successful bidder.  The 


Board of Selectmen does not want to tell them what to do.  They can pick who they want and the 


Selectmen will agree with their choice.  



If the School Board chooses the successful bidder, the Energy Committee will come back to 


the Board of Selectmen for final acceptance at next week's Selectmen's Meeting (Thursday, 


October 7,  2010 at 7:45 p.m.) .


Comments from the Public: 

Fred Mullen asked if they were planning on changing the lighting in the School Gym.  


Energy Committee noted that this would probably be brought out through the Energy Audit with 
recommendations, etc.  At this point in time, the school has no money to spend.  

OTHER BUSINESS:  

First would like to apologize for speaking to Dean Bacon the way he did but he has spoken with him many 
times on this issue.  


Acceptance of Subdivision Roads:


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he felt the Town of Dunbarton was going about Subdivision Road 
Acceptance the wrong way.  He stated that many other Towns in the area do not accept subdivision roads 
until everything is complete and there are no items outstanding.  He has verified this with others.  This 
makes for an easier transition.  When Dunbarton accepts subdivision roads and there are still 
outstanding issues, etc., once the road is accepted the Town has no leverage to require these items to be 
finished/completed.  


Alison Vallieres stated that as a member of the Dunbarton Planning Board, she had these same concerns.  It 
has happened many times, that once the road is accepted by the Town, we can't get the outstanding items 
completed without a hassle, etc.   It would only make sense that the Town should not consider acceptance 
of road until ALL items are complete.    This can be addressed in the present updating of the Subdivision 
Regulations.  

DEPARTMENTS:


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for discussion and/or action: 


Setting Tax Rate:


1.  Have spoken with Sandra Champagne regarding setting the Tax Rate.  Have all necessary 

paperwork and have tentatively set Wednesday, October 6, 2010 at 1:00 p.m. at the Town Offices for 
setting the tax rate if this is okay with the Selectmen.  At this point, Ron Wanner, Selectman, will not be 
able to attend.  


Selectmen agreed on this date and Line Comeau will post notice accordingly. 

Vacation Request: 


2.    Line Comeau, Town Administrator, requested Vacation Time for the week of October 18-22, 2010. 


Selectmen signed Vacation Request.  

Police Department COPS Grant:

Les Hammond read a letter from the U. S. Department of Justice, stating that the proposal submitted by the 
Dunbarton Police Department for a grant was not selected.  

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, re Unlicensed Dogs:

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, presented a Warrant for 22 unlicensed dogs in the Town of Dunbarton for Police 
Chief Connelly to serve.    She stated that under the privacy law, the list of owners is not public information 
and cannot be distributed.  

Flu Shots at Dunbarton Elementary School: 

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated that on Tuesday, September 28, 2010, flu shots were given to all Town 
employees, etc.
