7:00 P.M. - TIFFANY DODD, LORI WAMSER, LIBRARY TRUSTEES:

Tiffany Dodd and Lori Wamser, Library Trustees, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to bring them 
up to date on various items for the Library as follows: 


Lyme Disease Program:

This evening the Library is having a program on Lyme Disease and there is a large attendance. 


Children's Literacy:

Library has received a grant for $2,000 for books for the Dunbarton Public Library.  There will be an 
Award Ceremony in conjunction with the school on December 1.  Library has been able to purchase many 
new books and also replace some classics.  


Borders Benefits Day in Concord:

Benefits Day for Dunbarton Library will be held at Borders in Concord on November 11   - 12, 2010.  10% 
of your purchase will go to the Dunbarton Library in the form of a check.  Musicians Eden McInturff and 
Anya Stadelmann will be playing at 5:30 on the 11th while you shop and earn the library some new items.  


Halloween Night:

Working on a mailing for this.  


Unemployment/Two Laptops:

There has been an increase in the number of people using Library computers for looking for work.  
Employment Security is donating two laptops to the Library for people search for employment, either under 
employed or unemployed.  


Library Calendar: 

Andrea Douglas, Librarian, is presently working on the Dunbarton Farm Calendar for Dunbarton.  Has 
received many pictures so has a good choice.  Calendar was very popular last year.  November is our goal 
for getting it out to the public. 


Election Day:

Library plans to have a table at Election Day, November 2, 2010.  


Recycling/Single Stream:

Recycling and Single Stream has had a display at the Library.  Lots of interest in this.  


Energy Committee:  

Selectmen asked the Energy Committee if it would be possible to have the display at Election Day that they 
had at Old Home Day. 


Jayne Kelly, Concert Pianist:

Les Hammond, Chairman, noted that the Church was having Jayne Kelly, Concert Pianist, do a 
performance at the Dunbarton Congregational Church on Sunday, October 24, 2010 at 4:00 p.m.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that the Library Trustees/Library are doing an outstanding job and 
should be commended.  


Bulletin Board: 

Les Hammond stated he would like to see the Town have a Bulletin Board sometime before 2015 located 
somewhere on the triangle where Caleb Stark Statute is to be very visible to all townspeople for 
announcements as to what is going on in town, etc.  The message could be changed regularly.  


Would suggest that two or three artistic people in the Town could work on a design for this.  Would 
consider a triangular design if possible.  


Friday Morning Coffee Chats: 


Friday Morning Coffee Chats seem to be well attended.  

JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE: 

John Stevens, Energy Committee Chairman, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the 
awarding of the Solar Panels bid for the Dunbarton Elementary School as follows: 


1.  Stated that the Committee had met with the School Board and given them their recommendation to 
award the bid for the Solar Panels to Dawn Solar.  

2.  Encouraged the School Board to take a vote on the Energy Committee's recommendation to award the 
bid to Dawn Solar but they were reluctant to take a vote.  Instead, they conducted a poll of the School 
Board members which was in the affirmative that the bid be awarded to Dawn Solar.  


3.  Want to find out if this is adequate for the Board of Selectmen to make the award to Dawn Solar based 
on the poll instead of a motion and vote.  


4.  Both Jeff Trexler and Ray Labore spoke in favor of Dawn Solar and recommended that the School 
Board accept their bid. 


The Board of Selectmen agreed that as long as this action by the School Board was included in the 
minutes of the meeting, they would accept the recommendation favorably from the School Board to 
award to Dawn
Solar.  

MOTION: 


Charles Graybill made a motion that based on the recommendation of the Dunbarton School Board, 
the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen  award the Solar Panels bid for the Dunbarton Elementary 
School  to Dawn Solar at the bid price of $9,300.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion 
passed unanimously.  


John Stevens, Energy Committee Chairman, asked where do we go from here?  Do we need a purchase 
order for the lighting, etc?  

Selectmen noted that LighTec has been awarded the successful bid for the upgrading of the lighting at the 
Town Offices.    Don't need a purchase order.  The bid that the Selectmen signed is the contract.  

LighTec has asked for 25% payment up front, etc.  This will be done after TRC gives the monies to 
the Town for disbursement.  


TRC checks to make sure all conditions of the grant are adhered to prior to awarding any monies.  If 
TRC does not make payment to the Town for whatever reason, the Town will not be forwarding 
monies to LighTec.  


Energy Audits: 

John Stevens stated he had given a design that said they could go ahead and perform the energy audits.  
Going to call them.  Their bids don't have a line to sign.  Am going to find out if they need anything else.  

DEPARTMENTS: 
Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion and/or action: 


Welfare Director:

Donna Meuse, Welfare Director, will be leaving effective October 28, 2010.  That gives only two weeks to 
work with a new Welfare Director.  Only received one applicant for the position of Welfare Director. 


Received application from Debra Urella which included two letters of reference from the New Hampshire 
Catholic Charities and from the Salvation Army.  Both Line Comeau and Donna Meuse have recommended 
Debra Urella.


MOTION:


Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the application of 
Debra Urella to fill the vacancy of Welfare Director for the Town of Dunbarton effective October 7, 
2010 through March 31, 2011.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed 
unanimously.   

At this point in the meeting, Lori Davis asked if this position is handled at the Town Office and not at 
Debra Urella's home because Lori Davis is responsible for the maintenance and care of the driveway to the 
Urella's home and did not want traffic coming up there regarding welfare issues for the conducting of 
Welfare Director business, etc.  


The Selectmen stated that all Welfare business is conducted at the Town Offices and is not done in 
the home.

CTAP Contract:  

Presented a copy of a CTAP Contract regarding $10,000 for updating the Zoning Ordinance, PRD 
Ordinance, and address any outstanding items with regard to the Subdivision Regulation re-write. 


Selectmen agreed that they needed more information as to what the projects would be.  Questioned the 
Goals.    Also noted that the Dunbarton Planning Board had not taken a formal vote on the recommendation 
for these CTAP monies.

Fred Mullen - Hiking Trail Bounds/Stinson Hills:

Barbara McCann, Building Department, presented a letter acknowledging his hard work in documenting 
bounds on the hiking trail at Stinson Hills.  He also provided compass and waypoint readings for hikers to 
use.  Wanted to share with the Board how much effort Fred Mullen has put in on this project.  


Gregg Scarlet, Building Department Issue: 

Building Department has issued a fine to Gregg Scarlet in the amount of $275 per day for four days for a 
violation, etc.  Gregg Scarlet has asked for lenience on this fine and the Building Department is seeking 
advice from the Selectmen. 


The Selectmen agreed that the Building Department should proceed with the fines at $275 per day 
for four days as originally determined.  

Ryan St. Onge, Transfer Station,  Pay Change: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, has requested an increase in hourly wage for Ryan St. Onge 
because he will be only working intermittently and that he will not be having uniforms.  Based on this 
information, he would suggest that Ryan St. Onge's hourly rate be increased to $10.00/hour from $8.71.  

Selectmen agreed that pay changes/increases should only occur on a yearly basis on January 1, 2011.  

Vents in Town Hall:

Vents in Town Hall are causing problems in the Library with birds, etc.  


Les Hammond stated that he had requested the painters to put a screw in each vent during the painting 
process.  This was not done.    Kyle Parker, Building Department, will require a bucket truck to do this.  
Selectmen would not suggest that he use a high ladder for safety reasons.  



Selectmen stated that Kyle Parker should rent a bucket truck and put at least one or two 


screws in each vent to keep them secure.  


Auditor's Letter:


Presently working on responses to auditor's letter.  

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK:

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, presented the Selectmen with a three copies of a Warrant for the November 2, 
2010 Election to be signed by the Selectmen.  


Selectmen signed Warrant.  
Members of the Public: 

Kim LaPlume, Weare, NH appeared before the Board of Selectmen to let them know that things were 
proceeding with her trying to purchase the former Jameson House (Flintlock Farm).  The Jameson Heirs 
have been instrumental in finding out the ownership.  She is presently working with J. P. Morgan Bank, etc. 
to reach a value.   She stated she is researching grants for the restoration of the home.
