POLICE CHIEF CHRISTOPHER CONNELLY AND POLICE OFFICER CHRISTOPHER REMILLARD:  


Police Chief Connelly stated that even though Christopher Remillard had previously been sworn in as a 
part-time officer, he still needed to be sworn in as a Full-Time Police Officer for the Dunbarton Police 
Department. 


Ron Wanner, Selectman, swore Christopher Remillard in as a Full-Time Dunbarton Police Officer.

LEIGH CHENEY, CAPITAL AREA PUBLIC HEALTH NETWORK (CAPHN) AND TAMMY BOWNE, REPRESENTATIVE FOR DUNBARTON FOR CAPHN: 

Leigh Cheney introduced herself and stated she was the Coordinator for CAPNH and part of her job was to 
get out to all the towns and remind them that they are here to help.  There presently are 23 towns in the 
Concord Hospital Service Area.

JACQUES BELANGER, RECREATION COMMITTEE: 


Jacques Belanger, Recreation Committee, appeared before the Board to discuss upcoming Old Home Day 
expenses as follows:  


1.  Stated that the Old Home Day Committee has committed to $3,074 in expenses for events for Old Home 
Day.    There is only $2,500 remaining for events after Fireworks expenditure.  

2.  The following events have not been committed yet:   The total including these events would be 
$4,224.

3.  There are no anticipated donations at this time.  In the past we received up to $1,200.  


Charles Graybill stated he would like to see the Recreation Committee take all Old Home Day expenses 
from the Old Home Day Account but not over expend the bottom line of the Recreation Committee.  This 
way we would have an accurate count of the cost of Old Home Day.   The total bottom line for Recreation 
Committee is $10,700 and only 9% has been spent to date.    Would like to see the Recreation 
Committee stay within their total budget and have expenses for Old Home Day is taken from the 
Old Home Day budget line.
DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported on the following items for information/discussion: 


Library Smoke Detectors/Alarm System:

Rick Twarog, new alarm company, came and checked all smoke detectors.  All are working.  


At this point in the discussion, Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated he had received a call from Concord Fire 
Alarm regarding the password.   It is very important that the Library give Concord Fire Alarm the password 
for the system.   The alarm person should have this password and give to the Library personnel.  

Fire Suppression Grant and Forest Training Check - $1,393.92:


Reported that the Town had received a check in the amount of $1,393.92 for Forest Fire Training and a 
50/50 split for a Floating pump.  This was budgeted within the Fire budget therefore should be put back 
into the Fire budget.  It will look like the budget was over-expended but should put a note accordingly.  The 
Fire budget will be overdrawn but the reimbursement will be going into the General Fund.  


This is the reason Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, requested that the Forest Fighting budget line be put into 
the Town Budget component instead of Fire budget.


Check for Pine Pulp - $407.45:

Have received a check for pine pulp for trees taken down for Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, during road 
construction on Twist Hill Road.  Will be put into General Fund.  


Lamontagne Surety Bond:  

Received a communication from the Sovereign Bank that they were no longer in the road bond business 
and will be reimbursing the $25,000 to the Town of Dunbarton for the Stinson Hills Bond which previously 
was held by the Town.  The $25,000 will be put into a Bond Account along with other bonds, etc.  


Les Hammond noted that there are still ditch repairs that need to be done at Stinson Hills.  

Vacation Leave Request: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, requested one Personal Day Leave for Monday, August 30, 2010 and 
the time period of December 20 - 28, 2010.


Selectmen approved leave request.  

Twist Hill Road: 

Les Hammond noted that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, has improved the culvert on Twist Hill Road.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
