The Selectmen recommend the passage of this Article.
Les Hammond, Chairman, presented the Town Budget for 2011 as follows:  


1.  Noted that there is only a $11,203 increase in the total budget from last year.    


2.  Stated that all Departments have included a 3% raise for all Town Staff including Elected and 
Appointed Officials.  The projected tax decrease in 2011 will include the 3% raise to all Dunbarton 
Town employees. 

3.  This budget is basically a level funded budget.  Noted there is a $2 million increase in property 
valuation and along with tight budgeting, will assure a nearly level tax rate.  We are spending less 
money this year.  

4.  Noted the following Departments had showed an increase:

WARRANT ARTICLES:  
4.  To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of $23.00 to be used as determined by the Town Forest Committee; the same to be withdrawn from the Winslow Town Forest Fund.

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this Article.

5.   To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of $9,000.00 by withdrawing $9,000.00 for purchase of new radio equipment from the Fire Department Equipment non-lapsing Special Revenue fund with zero impact to taxation. 

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this Article.
Les Hammond, Chairman, noted that this Warrant Article was not taken from tax dollars, it was taken from the Special Non-lapsing Special Revenue Fund.  

6.  To see if the town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of $20,000 for deposit into the established Capital Reserve Fund for future revaluation of the town.

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this Article.

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that we need to start putting away money in a Capital Reserve Fund for a Revaluation of the Town which will be required in 2016.  If this Warrant Article passed, it would increase the Tax Rate by $.07.  
7.  To see if the town will authorize the establishment of a Capital Reserve Fund, pursuant to RSA 35, for the future purchase of a Highway Department vehicle as summarized in the Capital Improvements Plan and to raise and appropriate the sum of $25,000 and appoint the Selectmen to act as agents to administer the funds.

The Selectmen recommend the passage of this Article.


Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that the Town needs to set aside monies for equipment replacement 
for the Highway Department.  There are presently three pieces of equipment that will need to be 
replaced in the future.  This Warrant Article is to put  monies away for a replacement of the six 
wheel dump truck and sander.  This is our main piece of equipment and we hope this will be enough 
money if we set it aside over a period of years.

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that if this Warrant Article passed, it would increase the Tax Rate 
by $.08.  

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that it was only through hard work and soul searching that the Town was able to come up with a level funded budget this year.  He wanted to thank all the Departments for their hard work and cooperation with the Selectmen on working out this budget.  

At this point in the Public Hearing, Les Hammond, Chairman, asked for comments from the Public. 


There were no comments from the Public.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he would like to clarify the fact that this year the Selectmen did not take any funds out of surplus.  We would like to build up our surplus.  This past year we lapsed $64,000 to surplus.  

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen exit the Public Hearing on the 2011 Proposed Budget.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Departments: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that she was in the process of completing the Town Report but she was still missing statements from the School.  

Recreation Commission: 
Lara Routhier, Recreation Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the Recreation Budget as follows: 

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that when the separate account for the Recreation Committee had been established, it was at a time when the Recreation Committee was not a part of Town Government.  This account consists of fees charged to parents and monies earned through selling hot dogs, etc. during that time.  He stated that now that the Recreation Committee is Town funded, the auditors feel that this account along with many others should be eliminated.  This is the reason the Selectmen want the Recreation Committee to "spend it down". 

 The Selectmen stated that one of the ways for this to be spent down would be to fund the Fireworks for Old Home Day at a cost of $2,500.  
Lara Routhier stated that the Recreation Committee was planning on expending $1,600 from the account for bleaches for the ball field.  (It was noted they had also encumbered $1,600 from 2010 funds for bleaches also) making it a total of $3,200 for two sets of bleaches.  

Lara Routhier asked if it would be possible for the Recreation Committee to come to the Board of Selectmen with a proposal as to how they would like to expend the monies from the separate checkbook.  The Selectmen agreed with this as long as they included the $2,500 for the Fireworks for Old Home Day.  

Jon Wiggin, Fire Department, re 911 Mapping Program:
Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated that 911 State wants to complete the 911 Mapping Program for Dunbarton this year.  They have our road data base but they don't have any addresses.  There is no way of retrieving the data.  They will drive around Town via vehicle and document every structure, every road and check all addresses.    They will provide the Town with (3) 8 x 10 maps and a CD.  These will be for the Fire Department, Police Department and Town Offices at no cost to the Town whatsoever.
