MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MAY 12, 2011

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.

Les Hammond, Chairman, opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with a full Selectmen's Board and the Town Administrator, Line Comeau and Recording Secretary, Alison Vallieres present. 

RECREATION COMMITTEE: 


Lara Routhier, Recreation Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the use of 
the new marquee sign on the Town Common. 

Marquee Sign: 


Les Hammond, Chairman, along with Lara, noted the following were possibilities to be put on the 
marquee, etc. 


1.  Fire Department Chicken Barbecue


2.  Week of May 15, National Policemen Memorial


3.  Town-wide Yard Sale


4.  Concerts during the summer


5.  Library events (Librarian has already contacted Lara Routhier)

Lara Routhier stated that her general understanding was that the events should have something 
directly relating to the Town.  She stated that the school has their own marquee sign and therefore 
school related items would still be put on the school sign.


Lara Routhier stated there are combination locks on the sign.  They came with the sign.  Looking 
into replacement locks, etc.  Kyle Parker, Building Department, is looking into this for the 
Recreation Committee.

Lara Routhier, Recreation Committee, will be the contact for putting events on the sign.  Possibly 
could be different events on either side of the sign if there was a conflict.   Also could put two events 
at a time on the sign.


Ron Wanner asked what about groups such as the American Legion that does a Memorial Day 
Celebration, Veteran's Day and "Retirement of Flags" in the fall.  How would they get their events 
on the sign?


Chief Justice John Marshall, Re-enactor will be coming to Dunbarton in the near future.  How can 
we be sure to get this on the sign?

Community Center: 

Lara Routhier asked about the arrangements for use of the Community Center.  She stated it is not 
very clear about the policy and how far in advance it has to be booked.  As she understood it, Friday 
nights are available if nothing else has been booked.  There have been Friday evenings when the 
Community Center has been vacant and someone could have used it.  The room is supposed to be 
available on Friday evenings to people in the community.  Would suggest that the policy be in 
writing.  


It was noted there is also an issue about using the kitchen and having to pay Pat Lackland to be in 
attendance whenever the kitchen is being used.  Both the PTO and the Historical Society have 
brought this issue up.  It is an added expense and these are Town based organizations.  


Fireworks, Old Home Day: 


Lara Routhier stated she has been in touch with J. R. Swindlehurst re doing the Fireworks for Old 
Home Day.  Depending on his schedule, will determine the day for Old Home Day.  He is checking on 
dates.  It will be either the second or third weekend in September.  

Old Home Day: 


Lara stated there are less donations for Old Home Day than previously, probably due to the 
economy, etc.  She would like to solicit for donations and would like suggestions.  


Recreation - General:

Noted the following: 


1.  Softball season has started.


2.  Planning for concerts during the summer.


3.  New bleachers are in but not set up yet.  (Selectmen noted the possibility of having Kyle Parker, 
Building Department, work with setting them up.)


4.  Would like to spend remainder of money on new tables because the old ones are obsolete and 
heavy.


There were no questions from the general public.

MICHAEL GUINEY RE NAULT: 


Les Hammond, Chairman, read a letter submitted by Michael Guiney to Kyle Parker, Building 
Inspector, as follows: 



"A building Permit for Lot B6-1-8 was issued.  Lot B6-1-08 is a nonconforming lot having no 

road frontage.  As such, any building permit application must be in accordance with the 


Town of Dunbarton Zoning Ordinance Article 4, Section C.    A Certified Plot Plan in 


accordance with paragraph D, Article 4, Section C (should be D) must be provided, before 


construction is allowed to proceed. "


It was noted that Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, had given a Building Permit to Joshua Nault to 
build a barn on his property.  Kyle Parker noted there were no wetlands on the Nault property and 
the barn was within the setbacks, therefore he granted the permit.  He did not feel the need for a 
more detailed survey.  In addition this was for a barn and not a residence.  The lot size is 10.6 acres 
and not a small lot.  

Les Hammond stated that Mike Guiney has brought this to their attention.  He stated that he had 
contacted John Trottier, Zoning Board Chairman, and Kyle Parker, Building Department, to be 
present this evening but both had prior commitments and were unable to attend this meeting.  


Les Hammond stated that Section d. reads as follows: 


"d. Building permit applications for construction on a non-conforming lot must be accompanied by 
a boundary line survey and site plan, certified by a land surveyor licensed by the State of New 
Hampshire.  The survey must detail existing natural features (wetlands, topography, ledge, etc.), set 
back lines and the location and dimensions of all existing and proposed:  buildings and structures, 
septic systems and wells, and driveways; and to the extent practical and accessible, such survey and 
site plan shall also show comparable site details, within 75 feet., on abutting properties. 


(Note: whereas this plan requirement and procedure is commonly referred to as a "certified plot 
plan," any submittal must be in conformance as specified herein.)"


It was noted for the record that there is no definition of a Certified Plot Plan within the Dunbarton 
Zoning Ordinance. In addition, there is no definition of Certified Plot Plan in the Statutes.   It was 
noted that the Planning Board/Zoning Board are in the process of updating the Zoning Ordinance.  
This will be one of the issues we will request be addressed in the update.  


Les Hammond noted that John Trottier had indicated that this plan was sufficient for the Variance 
Request as submitted by David Nault.   The Zoning Board had granted Variances to allow building 
on each of the non-conforming lots.  The Zoning Board had recognized that these were large 
lots and 
grandfathered as lots prior to Zoning in 1970.  The Zoning Board used this plan in their decision 
making for the Variances.   They felt the lots were large enough to accommodate a home without 
having wetland information, etc.  on the plan.  


Mike Guiney stated that as far as he understood, these are still non-conforming lots because they 
have no frontage on a Class VI road.  Even if he (Nault) obtained a Variance to build, these are still 
non-conforming lots.  He stated the Certified Plot Plan should show the wetlands and contours, etc. 


At this point in the meeting, David Nault stated the following with regard to these lots: 


Stated he went to the Zoning Board for a Variance with the original plan of the lots.  The Zoning 
Board would not accept this and made him go back and have a Certified Plot Plan of the lots in 
accordance with their requirements.    He returned to the Zoning Board with a Certified Plot Plan 
done by Mike Dahlberg, Registered Surveyor.  He eventually was granted Variances to build on the 
three lots in 2006.    In 2008, Nault had to change the driveways.  He stated he had provided new 
maps showing the access.  Brought this back to the Zoning Board and asked if there were any 
changes that needed to be made.  The driveway was 18' wide with shoulders, etc.    There were no 
changes that needed to be made at that time and the 2006 approvals are still valid.  


Stated that if Michael Guiney has an issue with Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, granting a permit, 
his recourse is to file for an Administrative Appeal with the Zoning Board of Adjustment and not go 
to the Selectmen.  He stated he realizes that Kyle Parker works for the Selectmen but still the legal 
route would be to appeal to the Zoning Board of Adjustment for an Administrative Appeal if he 
feels Kyle Parker made a wrong decision.

Mike Guiney stated the Certified Plot Plan with wetlands, etc.  is not required until the Nault's come 
in for a building permit.  He wasn't aware of that at the time.  Brought up the same concerns on the 
20 acre piece and that is why there are wetlands and topographical features on it.  It is still a non-
conforming lot.  Any building application 
must be accompanied by that information and it is 
supposed to have the information on the plan.  It is not on the plan for the barn.  Don't think Kyle 
Parker did the right thing.  The Town's rules weren't followed.  He stated he should not have to pay 
money to go to the Zoning Board.  


Charles Graybill stated that it is very clear that when this lot was built upon, it was approved as 
a non-conforming lot by the Zoning Board.  Once it goes through the Zoning Board, it is a lot of 
record within the Town of Dunbarton.  The approval for the house was given.  They are now putting 
an accessory structure to the house, a barn.  I feel Kyle Parker acted in the appropriate manner in 
granting the building permit for the barn.  Stated we had this discussion a year ago.


It was noted there are no wetlands on the parcel Joshua Nault is building the barn on.  

Ron Wanner stated he would like to talk with Kyle Parker and John Trottier before making any 
decision.  At a minimum, we made some changes in 2005 on lots that are less than two acres.  Stated 
he will not be here on the 19th.  Asked Mike Guiney if he wanted to wait two weeks for a decision.  
Ron Wanner would be present on the following week (May 26) or the other two Selectmen can 
make their decision at the next meeting. 

Joshua Nault asked where this leaves him.  Can he continue to build his barn? 


The Board of Selectmen stated he could continue. 


Michael Guiney stated he could wait until May 26 also.

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Town of Dunbarton continue their legal services with Mitchell Municipal Group at the prices as quoted.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Other Services:

Melanson & Heath Audit Services have a two year contract at $14,000   = MS-5 $500.00.  Audit will be done during the week of June 6-10, 2011.

New Telephone System will be installed on Friday, May 13, 2011. 

Gas & Diesel contract is with Dennis K. Burke, Inc. at $.29 over rack price plus any applicable fees and taxes.  
OTHER BUSINESS: 

Stark Bridge:

Ron Wanner stated he had recently spoken with Steve Liakos, Design Engineer from Bridge Section, DOT. He has gone through the paperwork and we (Jeff Crosby & Ron) will meet with him re a price for a replacement bridge (Stark Bridge).  

Police COPS Grant:
Ron Wanner noted that Police Chief Connelly had mentioned in his recent monthly report that the COPS Program Grant had a deadline of May 25th.  He felt that Dunbarton would not qualify because we are not laying anyone off, therefore did not fit the criteria for the program.  

The Selectmen agreed that it did not make sense for the Police Chief to go through the effort of applying if we did not meet the criteria for the program.  Les Hammond will call Chief Connelly. 
Bid Process: 

Les Hammond brought up the present bid process and noted that we seem to have a lot of bids in the two, three and four thousand dollar range.  Would it make sense to raise the ceiling to get verbal quotes to $5,000?  

Presently, the process is as follows: 


$0 - under $1,000 nothing


$ 1,000 - $2,000 - three (3) verbal quotes


$2,000 - $10,000 - three (3) written quotes


$10,000 and above must go out to bid

Ron Wanner stated he likes to see things in writing in the event of a problem "down the road".  We have to contact the bidder anyway for a verbal quote.  Why not get it in writing.  Stated he was comfortable with the way it is now.

Charles Graybill stated he was comfortable with the way it is now.  We still would have to get three verbal quotes.  

May 19, 2011 Board of Selectmen's Meeting:
