Chairman Les Hammond called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a full Selectmen's Board present along with Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary and Line Comeau, Town Administrator.

MOTION: 
Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into Non-Public Executive Session in accordance with RSA 91-A: 3 to discuss a legal issue.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with the following roll call vote:

The Non-Public Executive Session adjourned at 8:00 pm. 

8:00 JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the following issues: 


1.  Road Snow Plowing Policy:


The Selectmen were given the existing Road Snow Plowing Policy to review.   Jeff Crosby noted there 
were various items within the policy that no longer apply, etc.  He suggested reviewing and revising 
the Snow Plowing Road Policy before putting it on the web site and possibly in the paper.  


After discussion regarding the existing Snow Plowing Policy, it was decided to have Jeff Crosby, 
Road Agent, revise the existing Snow Plowing Policy to bring it up to date prior to publishing it. 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will work on the revision and report back to the Selectmen at their meeting 
scheduled for Thursday, December 1, 2011.  


2.  Downed Tree Limb on Gorham Pond Road:

Charles Graybill reported to Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, that a concerned landowner had mentioned 


a downed tree limb across the street from Lurgio's home on Gorham Pond Road.  

BARBARA MCCANN, BUILDNG DEPARTMENT:


Barbara McCann, Building Department, appeared before the Board of Selectmen regarding the 
following items for discussion: 


1.  Joint Loss Management Policy: 


Barbara McCann brought up the fact that there were several items within the Joint Loss 
Management Policy that the Joint Loss Committee felt should be included within the Personnel 
Manual as follows: 


1.  Page 14 of the Joint Loss Policy - DISCIPLINARY POLICY FOR SAFETY INFRACTIONS:


Local Government Center has recommended that these be included within the Joint Loss 
Management Policy and 
that is why they are included. 


The Committee felt that these Disciplinary Policies related to only Safety Issues but also felt they 
should be included within the Personnel Manual.  At this point, it was determined they were not.  


It was noted that both the Police Department and possibly the Fire Department also have SOPs for 
instances relating to the above situations.   They would not want to wait up to seven days for a 
Selectmen's Meeting for approval, etc.  

Barbara McCann noted that the next meeting of the Joint Loss Management Policy Committee 
would be held the second week of December.   Would like to get this resolved prior to the meeting. 


2.  CIP


Barbara McCann, Building Department, noted that the CIP is almost complete and is in draft form


at this point.  It was e-mailed out to members today.  There is a meeting scheduled for Tuesday for 
cleanup of the CIP plan.

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 


Linda Peters, Town Clerk, brought up the following issues for discussion and action by the Board of 
Selectmen: 


Appointments: 

Reported that William Westenberg had submitted his resignation from the Library Trustees in 
writing.  She also noted that he had been replaced by Philip Kimball.


Town Hall Theater and Restoration Committee: 


Tiffany Dodd requested that Travis James be appointed to the Town Hall Theatre Restoration 
Committee. 


MOTION: 


Les Hammond made a motion that Travis James be appointed to the Town Hall Restoration 
Committee with a term ending on March 31, 2012.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The 
motion passed unanimously. 


Elections: 


Reported that Fred Mullen has called the school and reserved the Community Center for elections on 
Tuesday, January 10, 2012.  Would assume that Patrick Bowne will be helping with the setup for the 
Election.


Stated that because there is school that day, we cannot utilize the kitchen until after 1:00 p.m.  Based 
on this information, it was suggested that each Selectmen be responsible for one of the meals and 
order and make arrangements for delivery.    


It was decided to look further and possibly contact Constantly Pizza, etc.  Selectmen will not be 
responsible for the food.  


Micro-Film - Public Records: 

Noted that she had contacted the Director of Vital Records.  He stated that if the records are too 
fragile to be open to the public, this is the Town Clerk's decision.  

Reported that she had looked into cost for Micro-film readers and they are up to $3,500.  In addition, 
when the public is reading micro film, there is the risk of scratching and damaging the film.  

Reported that it cost $210/book to put them on a CD.  This could be read via computer.  Did one CD 
for $210 in 2008.  

OTHER BUSINESS:


Building Department:


Barbara McCann, Building Department, noted the following: 


U. S. Cell Tower: 

Stated that Verizon had come before the Planning Board for a Site Plan Review.  Their request is 


still pending because of U. S. Cellular's refusal to correct the situation with the existing cell tower 
and the
branches falling off.  U. S. Cellular has been given a denial for a Variance from the 
Zoning 
Board.    Asked the Selectmen what the next step should be.  She stated they had previously 


contacted Travelers Insurance which holds a $10,000 bond to be used for abandonment.  At that 
time, U. S. Cellular informed us that there was a request for a Variance to have a monopole instead 
of a stealth tower as previously approved.  At this point, U. S. Cellular has done nothing.  

Selectmen advised Barbara McCann to contact Town Counsel regarding a letter to U. S. Cellular. 
JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE: 


Town Offices - Insulation Project: 


John Stevens, Energy Committee, reported that he and Ted Vallieres had been working on 


insulating around the windows at the Town Office.    Presently, we are getting very little leakage 
around the windows.  


Stated it appears that the duct work is looking like it will cost more than the $3,000 we allocated. 


Based on that information, we would like to insulate the upstairs over the Building Department and


the Selectmen's Meeting Room instead of replacing the duct work.  In addition, if we replace the 

duct work at this point, it will be at a time when the furnace is needed, etc. and will cause issues 


with heating.  This should be done in the summer months when the furnace is not needed.  

Has contacted several vendors and the cost for insulating will run between $1,410 - $1,640 but will 
not exceed $2,000 if we do some volunteer prep work.  This cost is for blown-in insulation.  He noted 
the insulation will be R20.  This will help with the fuel costs.  In addition, the moisture is causing 


problems on the back of the building with the paint peeling off.

Noted that presently the insulation rating for this section is between R12 -16.  


It was noted there is $3,064 left in the Town Building Maintenance Account.  


Selectmen agreed with this and gave John Stevens the go-ahead to get quotes for the insulation work


and schedule the work.  

PATRICK BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION: 


Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, appeared before the Board and reported on the 
following: 


Coop Meeting:

Reported that the Coop budget for the coming year is $7,294,155.  They have taken $1,060,000 from


surplus to offset the trash cost for 2012.  Trash will be $66.80/ton.  The question was raised that there 
is only enough left in surplus for approximately 1 1/2 years and then what will happens to costs.  
There will be no more offsetting the tipping fees.  Did not tell us what the offset would do cost wise.  


Second question regarding the landfill.  The Coop as a whole uses approximately 1/2 the capacity of 
the Wheelabrator but the Coop takes 100% of the ash.  Possibly that will be a tool when working 
with the contract.  Working on the negative.  Very little about Single Stream.  Looking at borrowing 
between $6,000,000 and $9,000,000 bond.  Asked about our burden and if we are liable.  The Town 
will be on the hook for the bond.  The Coop is on their own but we are liable for our portion of the 
bond.  Their budget over all is down a little over $34,000.  They have encumbered funds for Attorney 
fees of $77,000 for back bills.   This is the estimated amount the Coop owes the Attorney. 


Next meeting is scheduled for December 15, 2011.  


The Executive Committee is looking at the bids for the road.  Will accept bids on the Single Stream.  
Any information is on their new Website.  


Transfer Station: 

1.  Recently had the area at the Transfer Station paved.  


2.  Baler is up and running but feel there is an issue with the new pump.  A seal is leaking.  It is under 
warranty but will check it tomorrow.  


3.   Spoke with the Town Forest Committee about the compost pile.  They will take the material as 
long as it is not a charge to them.  It is about 500 cubic yards.  We could also dig a hole and push it 
over the side.  Have to check with DES rules even though it is all organic material.  


4.  Definitely have to haul the ash next year.  Don't know whether we can haul it with a Town truck 
or not.  Trailer dump would possibly do it in one trip.  We should cost it out first. 


According to DES, we can't leave it on the facility.  If we leave it on the premises, it is classified as a 
land fill. They want you to haul it every year.  They haven't been out in a couple of years.  Wherever 
this material goes, they have to see that it is tested.  Can't leave it on the premises.    Need a chain of 
custody letter. 


5.  Have done service on the large compactor.  Serviced the hydraulic system on the Mack.  Changed 
oil filter. 


6.  Fred Mullen and Patrick Bowne hooked up for a generator at the Town Offices in case we lose 
power.  All the controls are inside the building.  Have to get someone who has a key to hook it up in 
the event of a power failure.


It was suggested that they get a Knox Box which other Town Buildings have so Jon Wiggin, Fire 
Chief, can access the building if necessary during a power failure.  It was noted the key would not 
allow him to get into the main part of the Town Office, just entry to the cellar way.


After discussion, Selectmen decided that Line Comeau, Town Administrator, would make 
arrangements for a  lock for the back door of the Town Office with a key given to the Fire Chief  to 
be put into a Knox Box similar to other Town Buildings to be used in the event of a power failure. 


Police Chief - Body Armor: 

A request was read from the Police Chief that he would like to purchase his body armor when he 
leaves his position.  The estimated value of the body armor is what Police Chief Connelly has offered 
to purchase it for ($150).  Selectmen agreed to allow Police Chief Connelly to purchase his body 
armor for $150.00.  

Police Chief - Pistol Request: 

The Selectmen noted that the request to give Police Chief Connelly his pistol upon leaving was from 
Linda Marcoux, Police Department Secretary. 


After discussion, the Selectmen reached an agreement that Police Chief Connelly be allowed to 
purchase his pistol upon leaving at a price of $400.00.  


It was also noted that the Selectmen should review the contract for the Police Chief in the near 
future.  


Les Hammond asked for a copy of the contract.  


Police Chief Recruiting Committee: 


It was noted the Police Chief Recruiting Committee will be interviewing candidates on Monday 
afternoon and early evening.  Charles Graybill verified that the Committee will rate the candidates 
before giving them to the Selectmen. 


It was noted for the record that Chief Connelly's last day will be November 30 along with Gary 
Guevin.  Remaining part-time officers are as follows:
