Chairman Les Hammond called the meeting to order at 1:00 p..m. with a full Selectmen's Board present along with  Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary and  Line Comeau, Town Administrator.

DEPARTMENTS:  


Milfoil Grant - Gorham Pond:


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented a contract for Selectmen Chairman's signature for 



Milfoil Eradication at Gorham Pond.  The Selectmen are required to make a motion to accept the 
grant of monies up to $11,287.50 which is 50% of the cost.    This is necessary in order to receive 
any monies if the match is approved at Town Meeting in 2012.  The deadline for this to be 
submitted is December 23, 2011.  


Ron Wanner explained this is the amount based on the availability of  Federal dollars that come in 
for the treatment of Milfoil.    The money is up to $11,287.50.  If the voters at Town Meeting 
decline 
to raise the money, DES is notified, and it goes away.  We are not signing a contract at this point.


MOTION: 


Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen sign the document regarding


receipt of grant monies of up to $11,287.50 for the treatment of Exotic Species (Milfoil) at Gorham 
Pond.   Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Les Hammond, Chairman, signed the document on behalf of the Town of Dunbarton, and Linda 
Peters notarized his signature. 


Budget - Revenues/Expenditures:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that Charles "Chuck" Graybill and she had reviewed the 


Revenues and Expenditures yesterday with regard to what the Town should expect for budgetary 
purposes.   This was in anticipation of next Thursday's Selectmen's Meeting when the budget will be 
discussed.  


Les Hammond stated he did not necessarily want to tell the Department's they must keep a level 
budget at this point.  He would like the Department's to submit their budgets with their actual needs 


The Selectmen will make adjustments accordingly.  He stated he did not want to predispose what the 
Department's budget should be.  


CPI :


Ron Wanner stated that we need to identify which CPI (Cost Price Index) we will be utilizing to 
calculate any raises.  There are many different ones, some by area and/or regional.    We need this 
information to calculate any raises for Town Employees.  

Barbara McCann, Building Department: 


Gorham Pond - Riley Property:


Barbara McCann reported that she had received a request from the Town Attorney re compilation 
of information regarding lots at Gorham Pond, etc.  She has already completed a spread sheet listing


all Variances, etc. which have been granted in the Gorham Pond Area.  These were taken from the


Town Reports.  She has listed them by Tax ID Number which will make them easy to track.  


In addition, she will provide the original subdivision map of the Gorham Pond Area completed in the 
1950's.  


Verizon/U. S. Cellular:

Verizon recently came in and want to start the  process for their getting  a Building Permit to co-
locate on the U. S. Cellular Tower.    To date, U. S. Cellular has not repaired the branches which are 
missing from the tower.  This was a condition of the Planning Board Site Plan Review Approval.  
Until such time, as the branches are replaced, there can be no further progress.  The tower is "out of 
compliance" at this point.    Verizon is willing to work with U. S. Cellular in getting the tower back 
into compliance.  


The Selectmen noted they wanted to see the branches replaced before we agree to anything.
