Les Hammond, Chairman, opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.  with the Town Administrator, Line Comeau and Recording Secretary, Alison Vallieres present. 

TOWN GOVERNMENT BUILDING ACCOUNT - 01.4194.01.430

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that he had gone over the Town Government Building Account and would like to make the following additions/exceptions: 


1.  Town Office Shades - Has increased the estimate to $1,000 to include seven broken panes of 
windows in the Town Office to be included in the cost for the shades, etc.  This will include curtain 
rods and valances for the other two rooms.  Not sure about the estimate because have not gotten 
figures from anyone yet. 


2.  Transfer Station and Highway Department Garage - Would like to hold off until next year on the 
painting for both buildings which is a total of $7,000.    Would like to consider vinyl siding for both 
buildings instead of painting/staining.  Would like to obtain prices for vinyl 
siding for both buildings.

Stated that if we make these changes, we will have enough money to do all the items on the list with a 
remaining balance of $2,200 for miscellaneous.  


3.  Would like to move the balers at the Transfer Station to a location which would make it easier for 
sorting on the days when we are open to the public.  The way it is set up now, they have to walk to the 
back to put the cardboard in the balers.  Have put in a figure of $500 for this.

Other Comments: 
Transfer Station Lights:
It was noted that the estimate for the lights for $1,200 had been lost.  Therefore Ernie's Electric had submitted an updated one which included an additional four lights which increased the estimate to $1,700.  Patrick Bowne has agreed to replace whatever lights he can for the $1,200 and Ernie will work with him on the labor and replace as many over and above the 12 as he can.  

Town Office - Insulating Ducts:
Les Hammond stated that Ted Vallieres had been in contact with Energy Improvements regarding insulating the heat ducts at the Town Office.  They are in the business of doing this.  They will come out and give an estimate.  
Les Hammond stated that Ted Vallieres had also mentioned the possibility of putting a fan in the duct work which is wired to the appropriate thermostat to blow heat to the needed room.    The other alternative would be to put in another heat zone.  Cost is unknown at this time.  

Recreation Bleachers: 

Ron Wanner asked if the $360 was for setting up both sets of bleachers.  Will there be any additional costs for set up.  It was noted there would be no more costs associated with the set up.  There are presently two sets of bleachers at the ball field.  

Highway Garage: 
Les Hammond stated he had contacted John Stevens regarding putting Kalwall Panels on the Highway Garage.  

Recreation Committee Checkbook Balance: 
Line Comeau stated the Recreation Committee Checkbook balance was now $6,142.26 after paying for the Marquee sign ($4,000), the bleaches ($1,500?).

Other:
Town Hall Restoration Project - Square Dance:

Les Hammond stated there will be a Town Hall Restoration Fund Raising Square Dance which will be held on June 26, 2011, 6 - 9 pm at the Dunbarton Community Center after the Fire Department Chicken Barbecue.   Cost will be $5 per person.    Funds are needed for the group to obtain an IRS 501: C number/status.    Tickets will be on sale at the Town Office and the Town Library.  

Transfer Station and Recycling:
1.  Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, stated he had spoken with the new school maintenance person, and Kelly, regarding a Recycling Program for the school.  Will have NRRA work with the school regarding taking the schools paper recycling and weighing it prior to shipping to NRRA and have a check come back to the School.  They could set this money aside for a particular project, etc.  
2.  Due to the increase in fuel cost, the disposing cost for C & D materials will be increasing from $61/ton to $64/ton.  

3.  Patrick Bowne stated that the Town of Weare will no longer accept glass from the Town of Dunbarton.  This will increase our cost for disposal of glass from $10/ton to $22/ton.  

Audit: 
Auditors are coming this next week, June 6 - 10, 2011.  

Black Brook Intersection Realignment: 

Les Hammond has been in touch with the owners of property regarding the realignment of the Black Brook Intersection.  This is progressing well.  
There being no further business, the following motion was made.
