MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, AUGUST 11, 2011

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled meeting at the above time, date and place with Les Hammond, Chairman, presiding.

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to bring them up to date on road 
projects, etc. as follows: 


Twist Hill Road Construction Project: 

Stated he had decided to change the construction process re Twist Hill Road a little from his 
previous plan.  Noted the following: 


1.  Have shimmed 5,000 feet of Twist Hill Road so far and overlaid it.  The change in the plan is to 
shim 7,000 feet to the Town Line and overlay that portion next year.  That way, we will have a good 
road to the Town Line.  There is some gravel under the road.  There is a section on the top of the hill 
which was not rebuilt during the early 1980's or so.  They stopped at the top of the hill and did not 
put much gravel at the top, and it is gotten very bumpy.  The rocks are coming back again.  

2.  Will 
shim 400 foot section and start paving after that.  We will do what we have got to do to 
straighten it out.  Once this is done, we will overlay the entire road next year.  It will be the same 
amount of paving.  

3.  There is one more section to put drainage in on Twist Hill Road.  


4.  Have been no more comments from residents in the area, etc.  


Chan Subdivision, Off Gile Hill Road:

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he had taken a ride up on the Chan's subdivision and met with Don 
Mayo, Town Engineer, and Ken Swayze, Planning Board Chairman.  


1.  Planning Board might recommend holding some money back to cut some more trees and wait for 
the grass to come up.   The trees that need to be cut are not substantial trees.

2.  Selectmen might want to take a ride up and look at the project.


3. the Planning Board will be making a recommendation to the Board of Selectmen on the Chan
Road Acceptance at their Wednesday, August 17, 2011 meeting.    If the Planning Board recommends 
acceptance of the road to the Board of Selectmen, the Selectmen will hold a Public Hearing on 
Acceptance of the road.

Bela Brook: 

1.  Recently stopped at Bela Brook re the culvert.  It is blocked up by beavers.  Will contact trapper, 
etc.   It is a 9' x 7' arched culvert.  


Flintlock Farm Dam: 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, asked about the status of the Flintlock Farm Dam payment of $3,000.  
Stated that according to the paperwork, there is a difference between a minor and major impact.  
The minor impact is $1,000 versus $3,000.   The $3,000 fee is broken down by $2,500 plus $500.  
It is not a penalty fee.  It is what anyone else would be charged for doing the work, etc.   We have 
until December to pay the fee or we would get a penalty.  

1.  Noted that Flintlock Farm Culvert ended up being an 18' steel culvert instead of a concrete one as 
required.  We replaced it with a concrete culvert.  


2.  DES wants us to remove some trees, some of which are not on the Right of Way.  Haven't talked 
with the neighbors.  What if the owners say they don't want to cut their trees?    What happens then?


3.  Noted that wind storms cause trees to blow over, etc. and weakens the dam.  The trees are    8” -  
10" diameter and the water can follow the root into the dam and cause it to fail.  


4.  It was noted this is a drainage pond and does not hold water back.  The only reason it qualifies as 
a dam according to DES is because of the height.  


5.  Should we pursue the minor impact issue with a fee of $1,000 instead of $3,000?  We have until 
December 31, 2011 to resolve this or pay the $3,000.

Jeff Crosby will look into this.  There is a charge of $400/year for dams now.  Conservation 
Commission pays for the Kimball Pond Dam.

Barbara McCann noted that the Hazard Mitigation Committee had compiled a list of dams in 
Dunbarton.  If Selectmen need this, she can provide it.


Stark Bridge:


Les Hammond noted that he had been asked again about when we were going to fix Stark Bridge.  


Jeff Crosby stated he had been in contact with a culvert company which might be able to provide 
information about a culvert insert, etc. for the Stark Bridge.  This would have to meet State Bridge 
standards, etc.


Black Brook Road and Route 13 Intersection:


Les Hammond stated he had met with the owners of the abutting property re additional land from 
them to widen the corner, etc.  They are concerned about losing the buffer from the roadway.  Don't 
feel this is going to happen at this point.

OTHER DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues/items for discussion as follows: 

MS-4 Form (Revenue):


Noted that this is due at DRA on September 1, 2011.  Have created a draft with the amounts as 
reported in March 2011.    In the past, “Payment in Lieu of Taxes" was omitted.  Have included it 
with an estimate of $2,884 which is the amount received.  


Charles Graybill suggested that the Town forward the MS-4 form based on the original data 
submitted.   Stated it would be in the best interest of the Board not to make any changes in the 
Estimated Revenues at this time.  

MS-1 Form (Report of Assessing):

Presented copy of the MS-1 Form to Board of Selectmen.  


Cartographic Associates, Inc.:


Noted that the Town has received a request that we make a decision on whether we hire 
Cartographic Associates, Inc. for the services which Don Dollard previously provided the Town with 
regard to tax mapping.  


Cartographic Associates, Inc. has given the Town a price of $2,500 for the first year and would 
provide free online access for the first year.  After the first year, the cost of online access would 
be $1,800/year for the second and third years.  


Have checked with other providers as follows: 



Meridian Engineering -    $3,500 plus many other hourly fees



W. S. P. Sells, Aerial Mapping Management - $14,500 for auto cad program


GIS is a step above auto cad which we have now.  


MOTION: 


Ron Wanner made a motion that we accept Cartographic Associates, Inc. as per their bid for 
mapping services.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Police Budget:

Ron Wanner asked about the Police Budget with regard to Vehicle Maintenance line and Fuel Costs.  


It was determined at this time; the total Police Department bottom line was within the percentage for 
this time period.   As long as the bottom line does not exceed the budget, it is not an issue.  

Conservation Land Purchase: 

Margaret Watkins, Conservation Commission, has presented a Purchase and Sales Agreement for 
Selectmen's signature for land off Tenney Hill Road.  


Ron Wanner suggested that the Town Attorney review the deed prior to Selectmen's signature.


Building Department: 

Barbara McCann, Building Department, has asked to present a letter from a resident who is 
reconstructing a home which was burned last year for a waiver on the expense of the Building Permit 
based on Hardship.  The total cost of the Building Permit is $227.00 plus possibly an additional 
$40.00. 


Charles Graybill made a recommendation that the Town of Dunbarton not waive the Building 
Permit fee.  All Selectmen agreed with this recommendation. 


School Board Meeting re Community Center Kitchen Use: 


Les Hammond reported that he had been contacted by Deb Foster, Chairman of the School Board, re 
a meeting to be held on Tuesday, August 16, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. at the School regarding the use of the 
Community Center Kitchen, etc.  There is a new person in charge of the kitchen now.    Selectmen 
are invited to attend in addition to other users of the kitchen facilities, etc.  


Town Government Buildings:

Town Office:


Les Hammond reported that Ted Vallieres has spent considerable time under the Town Offices 
cleaning it out in preparation for putting a vapor barrier down.  In addition, both Ted and Les 
Hammond have met with John Stevens, Energy Committee, regarding the previously completed 
Energy Audit of the Town Office Building.    John Stevens suggested the possibility of putting the 
duct work in the ceiling of the Town Offices instead of trying to work with it in the basement.   There 
is $3,000 set aside for this project in Town Government Building Account.


Patrick Bowne has offered the services of Brad Jobel to help Ted Vallieres in cleaning out the 
basement area of the Town Offices.  His wages would come out of the Town Building Maintenance 
Account.


Library Building:

With regard to the electricity usage at the Town Library, it has been noted there are two fans 
running in the basement 24 hours/day which might explain some of the heavy electricity usage.  

PATRICK BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION MANAGER: 


Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, appeared before the Board of Selectmen and noted the 
following issues/information:


Transfer Station: 

Ron Wanner asked Patrick Bowne if he had been given messages re the Coop and the possibility of 
Pinard Waste building a Single Stream Facility in the near future.  At this point in time, the Coop 
does not have the required 25,000 tonage as required by the City of Concord.  They only have 24,000 
tons at this time.  The Board of Directors should be meeting at some point to make a decision as to 
whether this would be a go or not.  

It was noted that if the Coop decided to go ahead with the Single Stream Project, it would have to be 
re-bid, etc.  Costs have increased since the original estimates.  


NRRA Meeting: 

Patrick Bowne reported that he recently attended a NRRA Meeting in Epsom re recycling, etc.  DES 
is still issuing our Certificates but they are looking into revamping the system.  Most of our positions 
are grades three and four.  They are still trying to regroup due to budget cuts and trying to get 
NRRA 
involved.  We are paying them money and they provide a certificate at this point. 


Tonnage:

Recently checked tonnage and it is 42.53 below last year at this time.  Feel probably recycling will be 
somewhat down from last year also.  Will look at the numbers and in a few weeks can have some 
figures.  


Recycling Committee: 


Would suggest putting together a Recycling Committee and get Recycling Program back into the 
school. 


Sexual Harassment Training:

Barbara McCann has talked with Ronald Keefe, LGC regarding a Sexual Harassment Training.  
They are willing to adapt to our schedule.  

Selectmen agreed that Barbara McCann will schedule the Sexual Harassment Training.  


Transfer Station - 16 Hour/week Reduction:

Have worked the 16 hour reduction at the Transfer Station for two weeks.  First week was really 
rough and the second week a little better.  Had a meeting during the week and had to bring someone 
else in to cover, etc.  Still want to try it out.  Would like to try a couple of other things.  Need to get 
the bugs and kinks out of it.  

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 


Linda Peters, Town Clerk, noted that registration revenues are up about $4,500 from last year at this 
time. 

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that with regard to the property the Conservation Commission is 
considering purchasing, there are temporary electrical poles and wires that were running down to 
the property.  Would suggest that the Conservation Commission make sure that these are taken 
down prior to purchasing the property so they do not become the liability of the town.  

PUBLIC COMMENT:
