Chairman Les Hammond called the meeting to order at 7:00 p..m. with a full Selectmen's Board present along with the Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary. 

7:00 P.M. - PUBLIC HEARING FOR CHAN SUBDIVISION ROAD ACCEPTANCE OFF GILE HILL ROAD:


Les Hammond, Chairman, opened the Public Hearing for the Road Acceptance for the Chan 
Subdivision at 7:00 p.m. 


The Planning Board has recommended to the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen that the road be 
accepted as substantially complete.  


The following was noted for the record: 


1.  The Town Engineer has okayed the road project. 


2.  The Road Agent and Les Hammond went out and looked the project over.  The project was done 
satisfactorily. 


3.  Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, has written a letter stating that the bounds are all in place.  


4.  There were no problems with water during the last few days, etc.  It was noted that there has 
never been an issue with water even during the Mother's Day flooding.


5.  This Public Hearing is only for the Road Acceptance as a Class V Road and does not involve the 
subdivision approval.  

Comments from the Public: 

Brett St. Clair, Conservation Commission, stated that Gile Road is a Scenic Road.  Mr. Chan has done what he said he would do to maintain the charm, etc.  

Charles Graybill stated he had been involved with the subdivision when he was the Selectmen's representative on the Planning Board and based on the fact that it meets everyone's expectations, the Board of Selectmen should approve the acceptance of this as a Class V road.  

There were no other public comments. 

MOTION:

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the Chan  portion of  Gile Hill Road as a Class V road and that it be maintained by the Town as a Class V road.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
ADOPTION OF THE UPDATED HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN FOR 2010: 

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that the Updated Hazard Mitigation Plan was brought about because FEMA had not accepted the original plan which had been submitted in 2010.  In order to receive FEMA monies in the event of a disaster, the plan must be updated every five years.  It was written in 2005, and updated in 2010 (the one we are approving now).  The size of the Plan has doubled in size and we have to sign for final acceptance this evening.  This allows the Town to qualify for aid for any disasters such as Hurricane Irene, etc.  

Ken Swayze noted that the updated plan allows funding from FEMA for non- natural occurrences also such as terrorist attacks, airplane crashes, etc.  This doesn't set well with a lot of politicians but feel it is going to stay like this.  

Charles Graybill stated he would like to thank the following individuals for their hard work in developing the UPDATED HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN FOR 2010 as presented this evening:  It has involved over 200 hours of arduous work by these individuals.

MOTION: 

Charles Graybill made a motion that the Town of Dunbarton adopt the Hazard Mitigation Plan for 2010. Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
OTHER BUSINESS: 

Library Trustee Vacancy:


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented a letter of recommendation from the Library Trustees 
for Philip Kimball as a Library Trustee to fill a recent vacancy created by the resignation of William 
Westenberg.  


MOTION: 


Les Hammond made a motion to appoint Philip Kimball as a Library Trustee to fill the vacancy 
created by the resignation of William Westenberg for the period ending March 2012.  Ron Wanner 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.


Primex Agreement: 


Line Comeau presented an agreement from Primex stating that there would be an 8% cap on 
the premium over the years 2012, 2012, 2014 and 2015.  They are requesting signatures of the Board 
of Selectmen on this agreement.


After discussion, the Selectmen signed the agreement letter.


Les Hammond - Telephone Call from School Principal - Dunbarton Elementary School


Memorial Tree - Dunbarton Elementary School: 

Les Hammond reported that he had received a call from the School Principal stating that they 
wanted to plant a Memorial Tree in Memory of Betty Ann Noyes in front of the school, etc.  Were 
looking for input from the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen. 


It was noted that they should be careful as to where they plant it because of underground wires, 
etc. 


Kenneth Swayze stated that Dig Safe comes for free and does an inspection, etc. to verify there are 
no wires or other hazards before planting a tree, etc.    There is no charge for this service.  Would 
recommend calling Dig Safe before making a final decision as to location of the tree.   It was also 
noted that Jeff Trexler would have an idea as to where underground utilities were located.  

Sand underneath Playground Equipment:

School Principal has reported that the sand underneath the playground equipment needs to be 
replaced. 

 Will ask Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, to contact the Principal with regard to replacing the sand. 

Old Home Day Donation:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported that the Old Home Day Committee received a $200.00 
donation from Sully's, Goffstown, for Old Home Day.


Financial Statement Letter from Auditors:

Town has received the Financial Statement Letter from the Auditors.  Will be attending a 
Selectmen's meeting to discuss recent audit in the near future. 

Fireworks for Old Home Day: 

J. R. Swindlehurst will be setting off the Fireworks as usual for Old Home Day.  They will be set off 
from Koerber's Field because of a change in the law regarding setting off fireworks so many feet 
from a residential building/school, etc.    He noted there is $10 million dollar insurance coverage from 
the company he purchases them from.

Comments from the Public:

Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, Planning Board, stated that they will be holding their next regular 
meeting on Wednesday, September 21, 2011 and will be discussing Home Occupations and the final 
discussion on the Wetlands Conservation District.  

GREG ARCE, LIBRARY TRUSTEE: 


Greg Arce, Library Trustee, appeared before the Board to bring the Selectmen up to date on their 
activities as follows: 


1.  Old Home Day -- The Library will be sponsoring the Bike Parade in the Old Home Day Parade 
which starts at 11:30 am.   At 10:30 am children will start decorating their bikes on the Town 
Common and will then be part of the Old Home Day Parade.  


2.  Library will have their Annual Pie Eating Contest with purchase of pies for $8 for an 8" pie as a 
fund raiser. 


3. Library Program by Ben Slavin, an international motorcyclist who has traveled 23,000 miles in 15 
different countries will tell about 
his experiences.  He traveled from New Hampshire to Ushuala, 
Argentina.  Program will be on Thursday, September 22 at 7:00 p.m.  

4.  Mentioned the appointment of a replacement for William Westenberg who recently resigned as 
Library Trustee.  Selectmen noted they had already appointed Philip Kimball as a Library Trustee 
to replace Mr. Westenberg this evening. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Michael Guiney stated he was there to see if there had been any progress on the agreement between 
he and David Nault on the status/location of Kelsea Road.  It was noted that Jacques Belanger had 
not been contacted yet because he was deeply involved in the Old Home Day and other items.
