Les Hammond, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a full Selectmen's Board and Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary present.  

Town Meeting 2012  - KTFCA Warrant Article #4:

Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he wanted to make sure that the KTFCA Warrant Article #4 
relating to setting up a non-capital reserve fund was a non-lapsing account.  He will be doing 
research to make sure it is non-lapsing. 

TIFFANY DODD AND TRAVIS JAMES, TOWN HALL THEATRE RESTORATION COMMITTEE: 


Tiffany Dodd, Chairman, and Travis James,  Town Hall Theatre and Restoration Committee, 
appeared before the Board of Selectmen and noted they had put out an RFP for architectural firms 
to bid.  They had 15 architects show up for the walk through, etc.  We received 11 proposals from all 
over the State.  After a series of meetings, we narrowed it down to four.  Have spent the last two days 
interviewing the final four architects.  All were extremely well qualified.  The Committee has finally 
settled on the following:

The Committee has received  a matching  Grant in the amount of $4,500 from New Hampshire 
Preservation Alliance.  We are in 
the process of having a Fund-Raiser (Dunbarton Extravaganza) on 
Saturday, April 21, 2012 which will raise monies for the match.    Have also applied for a National 
Trust for Historic Preservation Grant.  


Noted they will be asking the Selectmen to sign the contract with the architectural firm in the near 
future once the contract is finalized.  


At this point in the meeting, Les Hammond, Chairman, congratulated Tiffany Dodd for a job well 
done.  


Tiffany Dodd stated they would be getting the Library Trustees involved also because this will affect 
the Library considerably.  In addition, they will be contacting other groups throughout the Town 
that will be able to bring up needs for the building, etc.  such as the Garden Club, 4-H Club, Historic 
Awareness, etc.   

Have many great items in the Auction that will be held on April 21, 2012.  Some pottery from Gerry 
Williams, several artists' donations including a  slate painting of  the Town Hall which has already 
received a $100 bid.   


Travis James noted that all the auction items are pictured on Facebook.  After Town Meeting, we 
had a  3000% increase in hits.  Have had 807 people looking at the Auction items so far.  Even had a 
lady from California who used to live here.    The event is off to a good start.  

Amendments to Minutes of Previous Meeting of March 22, 2012:


Ron Wanner, Selectman, stated he would like to amend the minutes of the previous meeting as 
follows: 


Amendment #1:  


"Page 5 of the minutes of 3/22/2012,  Article 5.  To see if the town will vote to accept a bequest 
endowment from Natale and J. Willcox Brown to be held in trust pursuant to RSA 31:19 for the purpose 
of establishing an endowment for the Kuncanowet Town Forest and Conservation Area to be 
administered in accordance with the donors' instructions. 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported that this has been done through an electronic transfer 
in the amount of $14,700.  Les Hammond signed.  Can only use the interest unless approval is given 
at Town Meeting, etc. "

Stated that he would like to strike the last sentence from the record which reads as follows:  "Can 
only use the interest unless approval is given at Town Meeting, etc."  Stated that only the Court can 
change an endowment.  Town Meeting cannot act on it.  


Amendment #2:


Page 8 under SELECTMEN'S REPRESENTATIVE ON COMMITTEES: 


Stated he would to see the following comment included within the discussion on Selectmen's 
Representatives for Boards and Committees as follows: 


"Ron Wanner raised concerns about two Selectmen attending Committee Meetings without 
additional posting as a Selectmen's Meeting along with public notice and minutes.  Best 
accomplished in 
accordance with RSA 91-A. " 
JON WIGGING, FIRE CHIEF, FOLLOW UP FOR ROOF WORK NEEDED AT SAFETY COMPLEX: 


Roof Situation:


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, reported that he had spoken with Jeff Trexler regarding the roof situation at 
the Safety Complex and Jeff Trexler specifically stated we don't want to put anything more on the 
roof or it will bring the entire building down.    Based on this, he would not want to do anything to 
the roof.  Just fix the vinyl siding, etc. as we have been doing.  

Generator Contract:

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated he had the Generator Contract for this year.  The contractor is 
planning on doing a major inspection in September  2012.  The total cost of the contract is $475 per 
inspection.  Plans to do the second inspection in March of 2013.  He only came once in 2011.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he didn't like changing the oil in the summer/September.  Would 
prefer they do the major inspection later in the season such as October or November.  Asked if they 
gave us a report 
of their inspection.  Jon Wiggin stated they did submit a report.

School Generator:


Noted that the contractor for the generators is recommending that the School Generator be inspected 
every three months.  This is more involved than the Fire generator because they have to go into the 
school with a pass code and trip the breaker, etc.  When the generator is running on the weekly test, 
the motor is just running, etc.  


The School Janitor Scott has stated he would be willing to do it twice a year.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that we can tell how much the School Generator has been tested by 
the number of hours on the meter since the last inspection, etc.  


Ted Vallieres asked if the contract should be amended because of the changes in dates of inspections, 
etc.

Selectmen's Representative - None at this time


The Selectmen noted the purpose of the Committee according to the amendment at Town Meeting 
was to deal with Milfoil at all the Dunbarton ponds i.e. Kimball Pond, Long Pond, and Purgatory 
Pond.  They did not feel that Stark Pond should  be included because it is within the  Hopkinton Dam 
Flood Control area.


The Selectmen suggested that Lou DeBerio be the Chairman to start with because he was the point 
person who started the project.    The Committee will go from there.  


No motion for Appointments to the Milfoil Committee was made.

After discussion, the following motion was made: 



MOTION: 



Ted Vallieres made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen authorize  Kyle Parker 

to do the trim work on the Transfer Station at  a labor cost of $400 plus $680.00 for the trim 


of  which the Town has already purchased.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion 


passed unanimously.

Painting of Police/Fire Station -- $3,700




Painting of Town Office (north wall) - $2,450


Pat Murphy - Art Festival


Stated that Pat Murphy has asked permission to use the Town Office Parking Lot for her scheduled 
Art Festival on May 5 & 6 and May 12 & 13 weekends.  


MOTION: 


Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen allow Pat Murphy to use the 
Town Office Parking Lot for the weekends of May 5 & 6 and May 12 & 13, 2012 for her scheduled 
Art Festival.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Flood Control Monies Not Received from Massachusetts:


Ted Vallieres brought up a question with regard to the Flood Control monies which we have not 
received from Massachusetts.  Have received a copy of a letter from the Town of Roxbury to the 
State of New Hampshire regarding not receiving Flood Control monies.  Would suggest that we 
consider sending a letter similar to other towns.  

No final decision made. 


Building Improvements Account: 


Ted Vallieres stated that there had been a recent charge of $881 to the Building Maintenance 
Account for replacement of Fire Extinguishers for various Town Departments and vehicles.  Would 
like to suggest that the cost for the fire extinguishers that went into the vehicles be charged 
individually to the appropriate departments under their Equipment Maintenance instead of the 
entire invoice charged to the Building Improvement account.    It was noted that this was an 
unexpected expense due to the fact that the standard for Fire Extinguishers changed since last year 
and most had to be replaced.  


Les Hammond stated he felt this would be micro-managing and would like to avoid that.   Asked 
where it had been budgeted.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that it was budgeted within the Building Improvements 
Account in the past but it had been only $100 for the inspections and did not include new fire 
extinguishers, etc.   She noted that she had only estimated $100 for inspections in the budget process, 
etc.  


There was considerable discussion relating to this issue.  Ted Vallieres stated that he wanted to make 
sure that there was enough money in the Building Improvements Account to complete all the items 
they had planned to do.   If we keep picking away at this account, some projects will not be able to be 
completed.   

 The end result of the discussion  was that the fire extinguishers will remain being charged to the 
Building Improvements account.  


Transfer Station Proposed Change in Hours:

Ted Vallieres stated that after discussing with Patrick Bowne, Manager of the Transfer Station, they 
had agreed to a proposed change in the hours for the Transfer Station as follows:  


Present Hours: 


Tuesday - 6 hours          10:00 am - 4:00 pm



Wednesday - 8 hours     12:00 noon - 8:00 pm

Proposed Change: 


Tuesday - 4 hours 
10:00 am - 2:00 pm



Wednesday - 4 hours
 4:00 pm - 8:00 pm


It was noted that if the hours are reduced  by 6 hours  x three employees = 18 hours savings per 
week.  


It was also noted that being open Tuesday for 4 hours allows the Commercial Haulers to unload, etc.  
Presently, there are only two Commercial Haulers coming.  This will give us two hours to clean up 
after the Commercial Haulers leave without the public coming in.  

At first, it was recommended to start the new hours on May 1, 2012 but after discussion, it was 
agreed to start them June 1, 2012.  Will put up a sign stating that hours for the Transfer Station will 
be changing as of June 1, 2012 along with the new hours noted on the sign.  


The Selectmen asked if we cut hours are we going to be in danger of losing our employees because 
of reduced hours, etc.  


Selectmen agreed with the recommendation from Patrick Bowne/Ted Vallieres to reduce Transfer 
Station hours and post the proposed hours at the Transfer Station with a starting date of June 1, 
2012.  Will also monitor the public as to comments on the proposed changes prior to June 1.

New Baler:

Noted that the new Baler that was approved at Town Meeting has been advertised for bids in the 
Concord Monitor for this Friday and Saturday.  Also on the web site.  Closing date for receiving bids 
is  Friday, April 13, 2012.  Patrick Bowne will also send info to companies.  
LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 


Linda Peters, Town Clerk, appeared before the Board on behalf of Appointments.  Stated there was 
a list of  Appointments which she submitted last week.  

Selectmen noted that no Appointments were made last week.  


A letter was submitted from John Trottier, Chairman, Zoning Board of Adjustment, regarding 
recommendations for reappointments as follows:

MOTION: 


Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint the following 

individuals to the Dunbarton Zoning Board of Adjustment:  John Trotter, Dan DalPra and Michael 
Kaminski, Alternate, all with a term ending 2015.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion 
passed unanimously. 

JON WIGGIN, FIRE CHIEF: 


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated that he had finally received the Radio License back from FCC.  
License is good until 2022.    Hudson was  okay with the frequency.  Had no issues, etc.    Concord 
Fire was very helpful in getting our licensing worked out.  

TRANSFER STATION: 


City of Concord - Single Stream/Trash:

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager,  noted that the City of Concord Single Stream Committee 
has voted 6-0  not to recommend 
Concord participate in the Coop Single Stream Program.  It will be 
voted on by the Concord City Council on Monday, April 9, 2012.    There is also the possibility 
that the City of Concord might  withdraw from Coop Trash Program.    If this occurs, Dunbarton 's
trash rates will increase dramatically.    Might be worth our while to look into other options for our 
trash.
JEFF CROSY, ROAD AGENT:

Fire Extinguishers Charges to Building Improvement Account: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he felt that dividing up the Fire Extinguisher Replacement Invoice 
into separate departments as suggested by Ted Vallieres, Selectman,  was being nit-picky and petty.  
 
He would not recommend it.  Felt that it all comes out of the same tax dollar so what difference does 
it make where it is charged to.  This was an unforeseen  expense that we were not aware of.    Felt 
Ted Vallieres was being  too picky and petty about budget charges.

Road Public Hearing:

After discussion with Selectmen, the date for the Road Public Hearing was scheduled for Thursday, 
April 19, 2012.  

Town Roads Posting: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted that the Town Roads Posting has been lifted. 


Public Service Tree Cutting: 

Reported that Public Service is continuing to cut trees along State road. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Transfer Station: 

Patrick Bowne noted that Asplundah visited the Transfer Station  regarding cutting trees.  Two 
more trees came down again at the Transfer Station.  Ed Wooten will clean them up if this is alright 
with the Selectmen. 


Selectmen agreed with this. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen at 9:00 p.m.  Ted Vallieres  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
