Les Hammond, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a full Selectmen's Board and Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary, present. 

JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE, RE UPDATE FROM CEMETERY TRUSTEES FOR LOCATION OF NEW FURNACE: 


Town Office Furnace RFP and Proposed Location of Boiler:


John Stevens, Chairman, Energy Committee, reported on the meeting with the Cemetery Trustees 
recently as follows: 


1.  The Cemetery Trustees referred to RSA 289:3 Cemeteries which states as follows: 


"III.  New Construction, excavation, or building in the area of a known burial site or within the 
boundaries of an established burial ground or cemetery shall comply  with local zoning regulations 
concerning burial sites, burial grounds or cemeteries, whether or not such burial site or burial 
ground was properly recorded in the deed to the property.  In the absence of such regulations, no 
new construction, excavation, or building shall be conducted within 25 feet of a known burial site  
or within 25 of the boundaries of an established burial ground or cemetery, whether or not such 
burial site or burial ground was properly recorded in the deed to the property, except when such 
construction, excavation, or building is necessary for the construction of an essential service, as 
approved by the governing body of a municipality in concurrence with the cemetery trustees, 
or in the case of a state highway, by the commissioner of the department of transportation in 
concurrence with the cemetery trustees." 

2.  Cemetery Trustees did not agree with allowing the Town Office furnace to be located any place 
outside the building unless it was at least 25 feet from the cemetery bounds.   They did not want to 
take the responsibility of allowing something which the RSA prohibits.  

3.  Other alternatives are as follows: 



a.  Redesign the existing bathroom allowing room to put the boiler.  Reasons against this 


alternative was noise and smell.  Also the fact that the Town had spent considerable monies 


putting in a bathroom and we don't want to change it.  



b.  Put the boiler in the cellar



c.  Put the boiler in the existing closet



After discussion, it was agreed that the boiler be put in the cellar of the Town Offices 


because there was no other alternative that was agreeable to all parties.  


4.  Noted that if the boiler goes into the cellar, we should build an enclosure around it and also try to 
eliminate as much of the moisture as possible by containing the sump pump area.  



a.  Reference was made to the possibility of putting the sump pump unit into a hole with 


crushed stone around it with a hard plastic cover (moisture proof) , etc.  

5.  John Stevens will prepare the RFP for the new furnace (oil)  and include moving the old furnace 
out and installing it into the Highway Garage with the bid process.  



a.  Noted that the Highway Department existing oil tank is starting to leak and we should 


replace this with a plastic tank (which has a longer life than a metal tank) at the same time 


as installing the furnace at the Highway Garage. 



b.  Ted Vallieres stated he could take out the old duct work as long as he had a couple of 


workers to help him.  Taking out the old duct work would not have to be part of the bid 


quote.  


6.  John Stevens will ask that the bidders do the design and placement of the heating elements as part 
of their quote.  Bids will be evaluated on price and design.  



a.  RFP will state "Peerless boiler or equal with four zones"


7.  All heating contractors who live in Dunbarton will be contacted regarding submitting a bid as 
follows: 



a.  Jon Riley Plumbing



b.  Dunbarton Fuel Service



c.  Jay Davis



d.  Rick Kincaid



e.  Any other heating contractors living in Dunbarton


8.  Suggestion made that Fred Mullen be asked to coordinate at the Town Office with perspective 
bidders to explain what the Town is looking for.


Fire/Police Building Lighting:  


John Stevens stated that he had  e-mailed Ernie Gagnon regarding a bid for the lighting at the 
Fire/Police Building.  Originally, it was thought that only Lightec would be able to come in with a bid 
because they have an agreement with Public Service Company for a 50% rebate on fixtures, etc.  

Noted that Ernie Gagnon stated that he would be able to obtain a 35% rebate from Public Service.  
In addition, it makes a difference whether it is "replacement" or "custom" work.  


Board Discussion:


Les Hammond stated he felt that Ernie Gagnon should be given the opportunity to put in a bid on 
the lighting at the Fire/Police Complex.  


Ron Wanner stated the Selectmen made a motion at their meeting last week that the bid be awarded 
to Lightec based on the fact that Lightec was the only company that was able to get the 50% rebate 
from Public Service of New Hampshire for fixtures, etc.    The motion made last week was  not based 
on the correct facts because of the rebate, etc.  


John Stevens stated he had forwarded information to Ernie Gagnon.  Should be getting a quote from 
Lightec within a week.   Have not posted a closing date on lighting bids.  


Question was asked if the Fire/Police Chief were involved in what lights are being replaced.  Were 
they consulted?  


John Stevens noted that the existing ballasts are being phased out and T-12 bulbs are not going to be 
available within a year or so.  There will also be energy savings.   The Energy Audit which we 
conducted recommended this change.  Part of the audit included a lighting design to make sure we 
have enough lighting and/or not too much.    

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK, RE APPOINTMENTS: 


Linda Peters, Town Clerk, presented the Selectmen with paperwork for appointments for 
Committees and Boards.

Committee.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed 
unanimously. 


Historic Awareness Committee: 

Les Hammond made a motion that Ken Swayze, Rebecca Rolke,  and Tiffany Dodd, with a term 
ending 
in 2015 and Les Hammond, Selectmen's Representative, with a term ending in 2013 be 
appointed to the Historic Awareness Committee.    Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion 
passed unanimously. 


Health Officers:


Ron Wanner made a motion that Kyle Parker be appointed Health Officer and Jonathan Wiggin be 
appointed Assistant Health Officer for a term ending in 2013.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  
The motion passed unanimously. 


Highway Safety Committee: 


Les Hammond made a motion that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, Dan Sklut, Police Chief, Ron Wanner, 
Selectman, and Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, be appointed to the Highway Safety Committee  with a term 
ending in 2013.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed 
unanimously. 


Building Inspector and Building Inspector Assistant: 

Les Hammond made a motion that Kyle Parker be appointed Building Inspector and Jonathan 
Wiggin be appointed Assistant Building Inspector for a term ending in 2013.  Ron Wanner seconded 
the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Overseer of Welfare and Assistant Overseer of Welfare:


Les Hammond made a motion that Deborah Urella be appointed Overseer of Welfare and Elizabeth 
Underwood be appointed as Assistant Overseer of Welfare for a term ending in 2013.  Ted Vallieres 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Planning Board: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that Les Hammond be appointed as the Selectmen's Representative for 
a term of one year ending in 2013, Kenneth Swayze and Alison Vallieres be appointed for a term of 
three years ending in 2015.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Conservation Commission: 

Les Hammond made a motion that Darlene Jarvis, James Stone and Matthew Lavey be appointed to 
the Conservation Commission for a term of three years ending in 2015.  Ron Wanner seconded the 
motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Town Forest Committee: 


Les Hammond made a motion that Jacques Belanger be appointed to the Town Forest Committee for 
a term of three years ending in 2015.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed 
unanimously.

Purgatory Pond Road Improvement - Town Meeting Warrant Article #13:


Les Hammond, Chairman, reported that the Planning Board, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief   had attended a Planning Board Workshop Meeting held on Wednesday, April 4, 2012 to discuss Purgatory Pond Road improvements as per Warrant Article #13.

 The following recommendations were made for upgrading Purgatory Pond Road: 


18 foot wide traveled way


6 feet on either side of the road cleared for shoulders


Concrete culverts


1 foot base of gravel, with 6" of crushed gravel


No paving


Turn-around to be 50 feet square


Turn-around will be located near or at Nordle home


Brian Nordle will complete a plan of the improvements

Brian Nordle will post a bond in the amount of  between $500-$1,000


Brian Nordle will give the Town an easement. 


(The right of way width of Purgatory Pond Road is 50 feet)


These standards are similar to what was required for the Soules and the Chans.  


At this point, it is unclear how far the road will go because of wetlands and ledge issues.  George Holt, Planning Board, has expressed concern about the wetlands issue.  The turn-around will probably be just past the Nordle's house.  Brian Nordle owns the land on both sides of the road. 

Improvements will not go all the way to Purgatory Pond.   


Will plan for a look at the situation with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, Selectmen, Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, Barbara McCann, Building Department and Brian Nordle sometime next week depending upon the weather.   
Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented the following items for discussion/action: 

EPG Contract for Generator:

Presented EPG Contract for the Generator services to be signed.  Revised contract for $950.00.  
Inspections will be done in March 2012 and October of 2012.  Price will hold for the next March 
inspection in 2013.  Have already completed one inspection for this year in March 2012.  


Proposed Building Department Fee Schedule: 


Presented a proposed Building Department Fee Schedule which includes increases from Kyle Parker, 
Building Inspector and Barbara McCann, Building Department.  (attached)  


It was noted by Kyle Parker and Barbara McCann that they had obtained copies of other towns 
permit fees and used them as a comparison for the  proposed increase in fees.  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, asked if the Selectmen would want to wait until Patrick Bowne, 
Transfer Manager, had his proposed Transfer Station fees updated and present the two proposals at 
the same time.  


It was agreed to go over both the Building Department and Transfer Station proposed fees at a later 
date once Patrick Bowne returned from vacation.

Melanson and Heath have a two year bid.  Will continue with Melanson and Heath for auditing 
services.
