Les Hammond, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. with  three Selectmen  present along with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary.

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the bids from contractors as listed above as received.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

DEPARTMENTS: 

Mike Underwood-Spring Cleanup Advance: 

Les Hammond reported that he had received a call from Mike Underwood who contracts with the Town for lawn mowing and spring and fall cleanup that his equipment had been stolen from the back of his truck while parked in his yard.  He was requesting that the Town pay the first installment of his contract $1,950 as soon as possible so he can purchase replacement equipment.  

After discussion, the Board of Selectmen agreed to pay Mike Underwood the first half of his contract next week with the assumption that spring cleanup will be done within several weeks.  
Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, appeared before the Board of Selectmen with the following items for discussion/action: 

Bids for Baler:
Reported that he had received two bids for the new baler as follows: 

Atlantic Recycling Equipment, LLC


$14,460.00

Second bid from Philadelphia PA Company

$14,305.00

Noted that Atlantic Recycling bid was only $155 more than the company from Pennsylvania.  Would recommend going with the Atlantic Recycling Equipment bid of $14,460.00 because it has a better long term value because it is more energy efficient, has no moving parts, and would be less prone to repairs, etc.  In addition, this company is based in New Hampshire. 
He noted that the electrical installation cost would be the same for both - Ernie's Electric $900.00.  

Both balers will be a 3 phase converted down to a single phase.  If we were to sell it at a later date, it could always be converted back to a 3 phase.  

It was noted that the Town has received a grant in the amount of $3,000 from New Hampshire Beautiful to be used towards the purchase of the baler.  Once the Town pays for the baler, the Town will be reimbursed $3,000.  

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen award the bid for the new baler to Atlantic Recycling Equipment at a bid price of $14,,460.00.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Possible Reduction in Hours at Transfer Station: 
Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, reported that they had done a traffic count for the time period of  March 27, 2012 - May 2, 2012 on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.  (attached) 

He noted that the numbers of cars between the hours of 2:00 pm - 4:00 pm on Tuesdays and 12:00 4:00 on Wednesdays was considerable.  He stated he was afraid that if we reduced the hours, these cars would be coming on Saturdays making Saturday more difficult than it already is.  There could be between 60-80 more vehicles coming on Saturdays.  
Does not see how we would be able to reduce hours any further than what we currently have.  Would like to see us keep the same hours.  Possibility of revisiting this in the fall and winter. Obviously, residents are using the facility.   
Commercial Haulers: 
Reported that there had been a spot check of trash from the commercial haulers on April 17, 2012.  At that time, it was determined that  Ron Boynton, Commercial Hauler, had trash from another town.  The bag came from Weare.  

In addition on April 24, 2012, another spot check was done and it was determined that Ron Boynton, Commercial Hauler, had personal trash from Pembroke and Manchester.  Stated he will do whatever the Selectmen request him to do with regard to this issue.  

Several options were discussed as follows: 


1.  Call Ron Boynton in to the Selectmen's Meeting and tell him that if this happens again, the Town 
will not allow him to continue dumping at the Transfer Station. 


2.  Write him a certified letter informing him that if this happens again, the Town will  issue a cease 
and desist for his dumping at the Transfer Station, along with a fine of $66.80.  He will be directed to 
to respond within 28 days. (The $66.80 is the price the Town pays per ton for bringing trash to the 
Coop)

There was discussion about the $200.00 Illegal Dumping sign at the Transfer Station and if this 
applied to bringing trash from another town.  The sign has an RSA listed on the bottom which 
Patrick Bowne will check.  


Selectmen agreed to send a Certified letter to Ron Boynton regarding trash from other Towns being 
dumped at the Transfer Station .  

Coop Meeting:
Noted that there will be a tentative Coop Operating Committee and Board Meeting possibly scheduled for May 17, 2012.  Have not received a formal notice yet.  

Patrick Bowne stated that he understood the Coop had approached the City of Concord for a second time and Concord said no" with regarding to Single Stream, etc.  

Transfer Station Pickup Use: 
Ron Wanner asked if Patrick Bowne had completed the listing of the use of the Transfer Station Pickup yet.  

Patrick Bowne noted he had it ready and  also had done the maintenance expense for the past three years.

JON WIGGIN, FIRE CHIEF: 

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, appeared before the Board  with the following items for the Selectmen's review/information: 

1.  Advanced Fire Fighting Training Monies Available:
Stated that there was $4.4 million dollars available through the Fire Academy for advanced fire training.  This is a once in a lifetime grant and has to be used for advanced training.  The  grant pays the Fire Fighter $20.80/hour which the Town pays and then the Town  gets reimbursed from the grant.  

It is difficult to find someone who can attend training for a  30-40 hours/week, but they also offer training for 8 hours.  Want to make sure the Selectmen are agreeable to our participating in this and going forward and getting reimbursed for expense of paying Fire Fighters for attending the training.  Has to be completed by November 1, 2012.
Selectmen reached an agreement that they were in favor of the Fire Department participating in this opportunity and will accept reimbursement from the grant monies, etc. 
2.  CPR Machine Fund Drive: 

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated that the Fire Department reached well over their goal in the Fund Drive for the CPR Machine.  They collected over $8,700.  They are in the process of returning monies to donors.  Have set aside $6,500 for the unit and $200-$300 for maintenance.  Because the Fire Department does not have a place for the money, we are trying to return monies to donors.

In the process of setting up a Separate Tool Account.  

3.  Old Police Explorer: 
Due to the condition of the Police Explorer which is being replaced, the Fire Department will not be accepting it.  The Police Explorer is in the process of being sent to the White Farm for auction. 

OTHER DEPARTMENTS: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, reported that there was a possibility of having more registrations than last year. 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported on the following items:

Replacement Printer for Town Clerk: 

Replacing printer in Town Clerk's Office.  Done research on two different models i.e.   one a Biz Hub 20 and the other a Kucera.  

Les Hammond suggested giving Linda Peters information on both models to make sure they meet her needs.  

Welfare/Selectmen Computer: 
 Jim Michaud, Computer Technician, has set up the replacement computer for the Welfare/Selectmen's Station.  

Lightec Proposal for Replacement Lights at Police/Fire Department: 
Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated he had done a walk through with John Stevens/Lightec regarding lights to be replaced in the Fire Department.  He had questions on some of the rooms that are having less lights put in than we already have.  the count was off on the number of lights.    Want to make sure there is sufficient light with the new replacement bulbs.  
John Stevens would like the Selectmen to look over the contract with Lightec to make sure the language is correct.  

Noted they will be charging us for rental of a lift for installation for 2-7 days.    School will also be using the lift for two days.  

Town Office Furnace Replacement: 

Les Hammond stated that he had been in contact with a Mechanical Engineer which the Architect for the Town Hall Restoration Project had recommended.  He will be looking at the Town Offices and suggesting heating requirements to be included in bid process, etc.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated the Town Office is looking at various cost saving measures including replacement postage meter.  

1.  In the process of preparing warrant for the Board of Assessors to get tax bills out.  Computing MS-1 totals for assessors to review and sign.  The Warrant goes to the Tax Collector.  Have between $1.2-$1.4 million in new pickups.  

2.  Auditors are in the process of preparing a draft of the Management letter for first week in June.  

3.  Auditor proposing new way of calculating gas and diesel account reimbursement, etc. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen at 9:45  p.m.  Ted Vallieres  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
