MINUTES OF MEETING

Les Hammond, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with  a full Board of  Selectmen  present with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary.  

MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING APPROVAL  (July  5, 2012) 

MOTION: 

Ted Vallieres  made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the minutes as written of the meeting of July 5, 2012.  Ron Wanner  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, appeared before the Board of Selectmen regarding the following items for discussion and/or action by the Board of Selectmen: 

Deputy Town Clerk: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, introduced the Board of Selectmen to Denise Morin, proposed Deputy Town Clerk.   Linda stated that according to RSA 41:18, the Town Clerk has the authority to appoint a Deputy Town Clerk with the Board of Selectmen's approval.  She presented the Appointment paperwork necessary for Denise Morin to be named as Deputy Town Clerk to be signed by the Board of Selectmen. 

She noted that after a month of training with the Town Clerk, Denise will go to the Motor Vehicle Department for additional training with the State.  

Linda Peters stated that Darlene Leone would still be available to come in when it is necessary to cover.  She will be the Assistant Town Clerk.   

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint Denise Morin as Deputy Town Clerk.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Selectmen signed appropriate paperwork.  Welcome aboard, Denise!
Web Site Review Committee: 

Linda Peters presented  Appointment paperwork for the following members of the Web Site Review Committee for Board of  Selectmen's signature:

She noted that in addition to the above Committee members, Travis James and Martha Rae had agreed to serve on the Committee.  She will have their Appointment paperwork ready for signature at next week's Board of Selectmen's meeting. 

She noted that the Committee had their first meeting this week.  Dan Troy presented a sample of what he has set up so far.  There were many good suggestions from the Committee.  Dan Troy indicated that it would be difficult to carry forward all the history in the form of minutes, etc. to the new Web Site so he would suggest making a link from the new Web Site to the old one (which would be archived)  in the event someone wanted to research old minutes, etc.  

The Committee will be meeting again to go over various suggestions, etc. and then meet with Dan Troy again on August 8, 2012. 
New License for Alcohol for Pages Country Store: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, presented a application for a license for the Pages Country Store to sell alcohol.  Evidently, the store has been sold and the requirement is that the new owner obtain a new license even though the store already sells alcohol.  

Warrant for Unlicensed Dogs: 

Linda Peters presented copies of the Warrant for Unlicensed Dogs in the Town of Dunbarton.  There are 48 dogs which are unlicensed.  This requires the Police Department to go to each owner individually and present the Warrant.  

Process for Dissolving a Town Committee: 

Linda Peters, Town Clerk, stated that the procedure for dissolving a Town Committee is for the Board of Selectmen to make a motion to dissolve the Committee, etc.  Based on this information, the following motion was made with regard to the Single Stream Committee: 

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen dissolve the Single Stream Recycling Committee as of this evening (July 12, 2012).  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Ron Wanner noted that Peter Hecker, Chairman, Single Stream Committee, will be putting together a brief report for the 2013 Town Report. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 
Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented the following items for Board of Selectmen action/information: 

Engineering Escrow - Dunbarton 88:
Line Comeau stated that Dunbarton 88 had given $2,500 for an Engineering Bond which was inadvertently put into the wrong account.  Based on the account that the  $2,500 was put in, it made interest of $400.58 over a period of time.  She stated the auditor said we could put the interest back into the General Fund, etc. because if the $2,500 had been in the correct account, it would not have made any interest.  

Les Hammond stated he would not agree with the Town keeping the interest which had accumulated. 

Ted Vallieres stated he agreed that the Town should not keep the interest, it should go back to Dunbarton 88. 

This brought up the point of why aren't all our escrow funds in an interest bearing account.  

Alison Vallieres noted that Dunbarton 88 was contacted to complete a W-9 form because of the federal requirement to report all interest over $10.00.  Dunbarton 88 is expecting the receive some interest due to this fact. 

MOTION: 

Ted Vallieres made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen authorize the return of the Engineering Bond of $2,500 along with the interest which was earned in the amount of $400.58.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Correspondence from the Cemetery Trustees regarding the Hearse: 
Les Hammond, Chairman, stated he will respond to the Cemetery Trustees regarding their questions concerning the hearse, etc. 

Safety Shoes: 
Ron Wanner reported that he had recently spoken with Brian Pike with regard to the State's Policy of Safety Shoes, etc.  According to Brian Pike, there no longer is a State Contract for Safety Shoes.  The truck no longer comes around for employees to purchase safety shoes, etc.  
The State allowance was $100 in the past, now is $120.  The State pays each State employee that is required to have safety shoes $120 once a year.  This money is rolled into their paycheck and the additional $20 accounts for taxes, etc.  This way the employee can purchase any safety shoes he would like but the requirement is that they be worn on the job.  If they don't wear them, they can be sent home.  If it becomes a habit, the employee can be given a warming, etc.  It was noted that all employees at the Transfer Station should have safety shoes along with the Road Agent, Alan Sheldon and Jackson Crosby.  This will be addressed in the updating of the Personnel Plan. 
Reverse Time Table for Town Meeting: 

 Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented a Reverse Time Table for the March 12, 2013 Town Meeting. (attached)  
This was generated because of an inquiry from the Dunbarton School Board regarding getting their Town Report information to the Town in time for printing in the Town Report.  

The time table noted that February 11, 2013 would be the deadline for submitting School District  Reports to the Town.    It was also noted that February 15, 2013 is the last day to hold at least one public hearing on the annual budget.  

Town Hall Theatre Restoration Committee versus 501:C-3 Status:

Ted Vallieres asked if the Town Attorney had been contacted regarding attending the Board of Selectmen's Meeting next week, Thursday, July 19, 2012 to sort out the issues between a Town Committee and a Town Committee with 501:C-3 status.  
Line Comeau stated she had called Town Counsel and our attorney is on vacation until next Monday but she was able to speak with Walter Mitchell, the owner.  She will call to make an appointment for the attorney to attend next week's Board of Selectmen's meeting.  It was suggested that the attorney be scheduled before other items on the agenda due to cost.  

DANIEL SKLUT, POLICE CHIEF: 

Daniel Sklut, Police Chief, appeared before the Board of Selectmen and reported on the following issues and items for discussion: 

Police Parking Lot: 
Noted that the paving of the Police Parking Lot had been completed and it looks very good.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, did an excellent job.  There is good drainage and the slope is good. 

Lighting in Police Department: 
The upgrades to the lighting at the Police Department is almost done.  There now is less lights and more lighting.  Should be a savings in electricity due to the change in the lights.  

New Cruiser: 
There are issues in getting the light bar working on the new cruiser.  We took the light bar from the old cruiser and used it.  Expect that we will get delivery on the new cruiser some time next week. 

Law Enforcement - 171 hours within a  28 day Period:
The Board of Selectmen asked the Police Chief what his feelings would be with regard to the 171 hour within a 28 day period instead of the present system for overtime for police officers.  

Dan Sklut stated he felt this would be a lot of extra work for payroll and would recommend continuing with the system we now have.  

The one thing he would like to see with regard to overtime is that any time worked over the normal work day, whether it be a 12 hour work day or 8 hours on a Sunday, be counted as overtime.  This would mean that if an officer was on an accident call and worked over the 12 hour work day, he would be compensated at time and one half for all hours over the 12.   He noted this would be a help in retaining officers along with the Special Duty increase.  
He stated he would also like to see comp time and personal time spelled out in the Personnel Plan.  

The Board of Selectmen took note of the Police Chief's suggestions. 

At this point in the meeting, the Police Chief asked that the Board of Selectmen go into an Executive Non-Public Session under RSA 91:A-3 to discuss personnel issues. 

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into an Executive Non-Public Session under RSA 91-A-3 to discuss personnel issues at 8:00 p.m.   Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with the following roll call vote:
